     A copy of Solicitation SP0600-97-R-0020 for the procurement of sub-bituminous/bituminous coal to be delivered to installations in Alaska (Purchase Program 5.7) is attached.  This solicitation differs significantly in two ways from previously issued DFSC solicitations.





     This coal solicitation utilizes the new commercial solicitation format.  If you have offered on prior DFSC coal solicitations, you will notice significant changes in the structure of our solicitation clauses, particularly in clauses contained in the certification package.





     Contracts will now be awarded to the offeror(s) whose proposal represents the “best value” to the government.  For all proposals submitted, offerors will be evaluated on past performance criteria.  Under the new Federal procurement legislation, offerors are to be evaluated based on their performance under current or previous Government and/or non-Government coal contracts.  Offerors must complete the attached Contractor Performance Data Sheets (CPDS) (Attachment 2).  The Government will contact the list of customers provided by the offeror in the CPDS and ask these customers to provide a performance assessment.  Based upon the submitted information by both the offeror and the offeror’s current and/or previous customers, the offeror will be rated for past performance using defined evaluation standards.
