Virginia and the District of Columbia for distillates and residuals. These requirements are either critical in
nature, automatic fill items with very large volumes and/or have challenging delivery narratives. This
solicitation will require additional technical information from the offerors and an evaluation of both past
performance and technical capabilities will be utilized as a determining award factor in addition to price and
socioeconomic concerns.
