This Amendment is issued to include the following changes.

1. The solicitation is modified to include “vintage dates” for the generation of RECs.  
RENEWABLE ENERGY CERTIFICATE VINTAGE
For the purposes of this contract, to qualify as eligible RECs under this contract, the RECs must be generated during the six (6) months immediately preceding the period of performance, and the three (3) months immediately following the period of performance.  The period of performance is 15 October 2004 through 30 September 2007.
2. Clause, Part II, 2(b), EVALUATION, has been changed to clarify the language for evaluating offers.
EVALUATION – COMMERCIAL ITEMS (ELECTRICITY) (RENEWABLE ENERGY CERTIFICATES)

(a) The Government intends to award a contract resulting from this solicitation to the responsible offeror whose offer conforming to the solicitation, will be most advantageous to the Government, price and other factors considered.  The following factors shall be used in the evaluation of offers:  

1. Price, (with location of Source Facility being used to adjust the offered number of REC’s proposed for the total price provided, for evaluation purposes only, using the assessment factors listed in 2b).

2. Past Performance 

Price is substantially more important than Past Performance.  

(b) Location of source facility is a significant evaluation factor and is reflected in price.  The location of source facility is being broken down into NERC Regions identified below for the line item.  

The following table shows the assessment factor percent that will be utilized to decrease the offered number of RECs, given the Government’s Total Dollar Value provided, based on the location of the source facility, for evaluation purposes only.  The assessment factors are based on Zones.
