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Tanker Shipment and Receipt Transaction Entry/Documentation for Energy Downstream (ED) – Bulk Implementation

1. PURPOSE:  Provides processing procedures for tanker loading/off-loading terminals that process transactions to Energy Downstream to include the Bulk East Implementation and West Coast Implementation areas.

1.1. Effective 1 April 2003, the requirements for the entry and documentation at the base-level/DFSP activities processing to ED will be expanded to support tanker shipments and receipts in the Bulk East Implementation area as well as the West Coast Implementation area.  Specific requirements for ED processing activities are as follows:

2. Whenever a shipment is made out of a terminal listed in the below table as an ED tanker terminal using the mode MSC Tanker (Z), the shipping DFSP must:

2.1. Enter the DoDAAC of the vessel as the Buyer in the FCC input screen entry or Customer for the FES 02 input screen entry.

2.2. Enter the DoDAAC of the vessel in block 15 of the DD250-1 load document after the vessel name.

2.3. Enter the entire load quantity on a single shipment transaction for each product loaded.  Note: If there will be more than one final discharge location for the same product, the tanker will in turn process a shipment transaction to each receiving location. 

3. Whenever a shipment is made out of any terminal and one or more of the final destinations will be a terminal listed below as an ED tanker terminal and the mode is MSC Tanker (Z), the shipping DFSP must:

3.1. Enter the DoDAAC of the vessel as the Buyer in the FCC input screen entry or Customer for the FES 02 input screen entry.

3.2. Enter the DoDAAC of the vessel in block 15 of the DD250-1 load document after the vessel name.  (Note:  this is expected to be a rare occurrence).

3.3. Enter the entire load quantity on a single shipment transaction for each product loaded.  Note: If there will be more than one final discharge location for the same product, the tanker will in turn process a shipment transaction to each receiving location. 

4. Whenever the receiving terminal is a terminal listed below as an ED tanker terminal and the mode is MSC Tanker (Z), the receiving DFSP must enter the DoDAAC of the vessel as the Seller in the FCC entry screen or Shipper in the FES 02 entry.  This is true whether the source of the product was a vendor location or a DFSP.

5. All other shipments and receipts made via MSC Tanker (Z) must continue to follow the DFAMS conventions that are currently in place.  Specifically:

5.1. Enter the final destination DoDAAC for the shipment in the Buyer DoDAAC field (FCC input screen) or Customer DoDAAC field (FES 02 input screen).

5.2. Enter the DoDAAC of the shipping activity in the Seller DoDAAC field (FCC input screen) or Shipper DoDAAC field (FES 02 input screen).

5.3. Enter the quantity shipped for each product.  If the product is to be off-loaded to only one DFSP, the quantity will be the total up-load to the tanker.  If multiple off-loads are to be made, enter a separate shipment transaction for each DFSP to receive the product based on the anticipated off-load quantity at each DFSP.  DESC-FI must be contacted to ensure the appropriate transactions are posted to DFAMS any time unscheduled multiple off-loads or diversions occur. 

6. Except as noted above, entry requirements for shipments and receipts for the mode MSC Tanker (Z) are unchanged.

7. Following are terminals that will process tanker shipments to ED.
