 Free Fuel Transaction Processing 

Subject:  Free Fuel Transaction Processing Instructions

PURPOSE:  To define general operating instructions for processing receipt, sale, defuel, and in-flight transactions for free fuel provided by host nation governments as assistance-in-kind.  The primary purpose of reporting these transactions to FES is for consumption and cost per flying hour computations, not for billing purposes.   

General Guidelines:  Processing of free fuel transactions in the Fuels Enterprise Server (FES) will be restricted to approved DoDAACs.  Currently, the only approved DoDAACs are: FP4872, Prince Sultan Air Base (PSAB), Saudi Arabia; FP5890, Kuwait IAP (Into-plane); UCKIAP, Kuwait IAP (Into-truck); FP5819, Al Jaber Kuwait; FP5820, Ali Al Salem Kuwait; and Camp Virginia, UCCMPV.   

1. Both free fuel from the Saudi government and bulk contract fuel support PSAB operations.  The determination as to whether fuel is processed as a free or chargeable sale/credit will be made by the on site maintenance control function, Director of Operations, PSAB.   The determination is based on the mission of the aircraft.  Currently, only missions in support of Operation Southern Watch are eligible for free fuel from the Saudi government.  NOTE:  Chargeable fuel receipt, sale, defuel, and in-flight transactions are processed using normal processing procedures.  Once the monthly allocation of free fuel is consumed, sales will be processed as chargeable fuel using normal processing procedures.   Fuels personnel at PSAB will be responsible for tracking free fuel issue quantities to ensure chargeable inventory is not processed as free fuel.  Currently all requirements at Kuwait operating locations are provided as free issue by the Government of Kuwait.

2. Free fuel tracking and processing will be limited to transactions occurring within the Southwest Asia (SWA) area of responsibility (AOR).    All “free fuel” in-flight transactions must be turned in to and processed by the fuels contingent at the tanker bed-down location within the AOR.  

3. Saudi Arabia:  Fuels personnel at PSAB will input all transactions, free and chargeable, into FCC and process to the FES.

a. Free fuel receipts: Free fuel received into storage at PSAB will be reflected in the total inventory on the account ledger along with chargeable fuel received via DESC contract. Process free fuel receipts as a defuel transaction using the following information; DoDAAC UCSA99, pseudo tail number 00UCSA99, signal code “A”, fund code “30”, and use code “P.”    NOTE: The total inventory at PSAB includes both free and chargeable fuel.  

b. Free fuel flight line sales/defuels:  Process the free fuel sale/defuel transaction with use code “P” and the appropriate aircraft tail number, DoDAAC, fund code, and signal code for the customer.

c. Free fuel in-flight transactions:  Process the free fuel in-flight transaction with use code “G ” and the appropriate tail number, DoDAAC, fund code, and signal code for the tanker aircraft. 
4. Kuwait International Airport (KIAP) : Refueling support for aircraft transiting through KIAP is provided by the Government of Kuwait (into-plane) and by DOD personnel (into-truck).  

a. Government of Kuwait (Into-plane) refueling (FP5890):  Aircrews will collect and turn in all refuel/defuel documents from KIAP to their WRDCOs upon return to home station.  In turn, the WRDCOs will forward the documents to DESC-RR for input into FCC and processing to the FES.   Process these transactions as wash through so that the account ledger reflects a “Zero” inventory.  

(1) Process individual flight line refuel transactions as a sale with use code “P” and the appropriate tail number, DoDAAC, fund code, and signal code for the customer.

(2) Free fuel receipts: Process the total Net Sales quantity for each day as a defuel.  Input the transaction using the following information; DoDAAC UCKU99, pseudo tail number 00UCKU99, signal code “A”, fund code “30”, and use code “P.”

(3) Free fuel in-flight transactions:  Process any free fuel in-flight transactions with use code “G” and the appropriate tail number, DoDAAC, fund code, and signal code for the tanker aircraft.

b. DoD Fuels Personnel (into-truck) support (UCKIAP):  Deployed fuels personnel will process transactions to the FES on a daily basis.
(1) Free fuel receipts: Process the total receipt quantity (equal to net sales) as a defuel/credit transaction.  Input the transaction using the following information; DoDAAC UCKU99, pseudo tail number 00UCKU99, signal code “A”, fund code “30”, and use code “P”.  

(2) Free fuel flight line sales/defuels:  Process the free fuel sale/defuel transaction with use code “P” and the appropriate tail number, DoDAAC, fund code, and signal code for the customer.

(3) Free fuel in-flight transactions:  Process any free fuel in-flight transactions with use code “G” and the appropriate tail number, DoDAAC, fund code, and signal code for the tanker aircraft.

5. All other Kuwait Locations:  Fuels personnel deployed to these locations provide aircraft refueling support.  The deployed fuels personnel will process transactions to the FES on a daily basis.
a. Free fuel receipts: Process the total receipt quantity (equal to net sales) as a defuel/credit transaction.  Input the transaction using the following information; DoDAAC UCKU99, pseudo tail number 00UCKU99, signal code “A”, fund code “30”, and use code “P”.

b. Free fuel flight line sales/defuels:  Process the free fuel sale/defuel transaction with use code “P” and the appropriate tail number, DoDAAC, fund code, and signal code for the customer.

c. Free fuel in-flight transactions:  Process any free fuel in-flight transactions with use code “G” and the appropriate tail number, DoDAAC, fund code, and signal code for the tanker aircraft.

d. Free ground fuel transactions:  Process free ground fuel sales with use code “O” and the appropriate DoDAAC, fund code, and signal code.
