EPA REGULATION OF UNDERGROUND STORAGE TANKS

The Office of Underground Storage Tanks, U.S. Environmental Protection Agency, requires compliance with Federal regulations concerning underground storage tanks (USTs) (40 CFR Part 280)  

DESC understands that the underground storage tanks and systems owned and         operated by Department of Defense agencies are lawful and compliant.  Activities should recognize that a responsible contractor may solicit evidence of tank compliance, in order to avoid the imposition of fines, financial penalties or other monetary damages.  We encourage you to cooperate with requests for a statement of compliance with local, state, and federal regulations, unless it represents an unreasonable administrative burden.   You SHOULD NOT however, sign anything that includes "hold harmless" or indemnification clauses which release the vendor from any claims, liabilities, damages, fines, or penalties arising from violations.  Providing a statement of compliance should provide adequate protection for the concerned parties.  If you are confronted with a compliance certification request and/or "hold harmless" or indemnification clause in any form, strike or line out any "hold harmless' or indemnification clause prior to signing the form.
