HOW TO FIND OUT IF THE SUBJECT OF THE DEBARMENT ACTION DOES BUSINESS WITH OTHER FEDERAL AGENCIES

November 5, 2003

Here are five methods you can use to find out if a company does business (or is seeking to do business) with another agency.

1.
Go to the website of the DoD Standards of Conduct Office (DoD/GC-SOCO).  The DoD Standards of Conduct Office (DoD/GC-SOCO) posted on its website a list of all companies who had more than $25,000 in contracts with DoD in FY 2002.  The list can be used when reviewing financial disclosure forms (to determine if a company is a DoD contractor).  It can also be used when applying ethics regulations that deal with "prohibited sources," such as the rules on gifts from outside sources (5 CFR 2635.202) or the rules on fundraising in a personal capacity (5 CFR 2635.808).   

There are approximately 51,744 companies on the list.  This estimate is based on the fact that the list is 224 pages long, and the first page has 231 companies on it.  The list is on the SOCO website at:

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2. If you’re in the Department of Defense [these DOD lists may only be accessible to a dot mil addressee], and you want a list of the 50 or 100 companies that do the most business with a given DOD agency, go to the website of the Washington Headquarters Services Directorate for Information Operations and Reports. There are several general interest queries that one can obtain from this site:

If you want to know whether a company is interested in doing business with DoD, you can go to the Central Contractor Registration (CCR) website.  The DoD’s CCR program is discussed at Subpart 204.73 of the DoD Supplement to the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR).  This subpart prescribes policies and procedures for requiring contractor registration in the DoD CCR database to comply with the Debt Collection Improvement Act of 1996, and to increase the visibility of vendor sources for specific supplies and services and their geographical locations.  [DoD FAR Supp 204.7300]  After 31 May 1998, prospective DoD contractors must, with certain exceptions, be registered in the CCR database prior to the award of a contract, basic agreement, basic ordering agreement, or blanket purchase agreement, unless the award results from a solicitation issued on or before 31 May 1998.  [DoD FAR Supp 204.7302]  CCR is a project of the DoD Joint Electronic Commerce Program Office (JECPO).

To find out if a company has registered as a prospective DoD contractor, go to the CCR website at:   http://www.ccr.gov/index.cfm 
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Or you can directly access the search page {this may work better using IE in lieu of Netscape} at:

Then click hyperlink on the left side of the page entitled “Search CCR.”  Then type the name of the company in the box entitled “Company Name,” and click in the “Search” box.  The program will tell you whether the company is registered.  If the company is registered, the program will also provide some information about the company.

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3. If you want to determine whether a DOD agency does business with a contractor, you will probably need to determine the CAGE Code.  This is a bidders number that DOD uses to identify contractors similar to the civilian agencies use of a DUNS number.  While DoD will gradually migrate to using the CCR described above, most DOD agencies still use the Contractor And Government Entity Code.  A contractor may be assigned more than one CAGE code if it operates from separate facilities.   CAGE codes are now accessible in the Business Identification Number Cross Reference System (BINCS).

BINCS is a search engine of manufacturers and suppliers. Information in this system is cross-referenced to permit inquiry by CAGE, DUNS, UPC, Company Name, Phone Number, Country, SIC Code and ZIP code. Information about the supplier is returned from the CAGE File, The CCR File, The Joint US/Canada Certification Program and UPC data from the Universal Directory of Commercial Items (UDCI). BINCS provides linkages to each of these source systems for an expanded view of the trading partner's profile.
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You can search using a number of parameters, including using the exact or partial company name, CAGE, DUNS number and other criteria;  You can start your search at this URL if you want to mark the exact search page:

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Once you click on the CAGE code of your choice, you will be able to access the CAGE record for that company as well as hyperlinking to other data from other databases.  
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You can then access the link to the Central Contractor Registry (CCR):  
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4.  If you want to determine whether a particular company is doing business with your Federal agency or military installation, you can also go to the website of the GSA’s Federal Procurement Data Center (FPDC, formerly known as the Federal Procurement Data System {FPDS}).  The homepage for the system is at:   http://www.fpdc.gov/   (the address is case sensitive).
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Approximately 65 Executive Branch agencies (including DoD) report their procurement contract obligations to FPDS.  However, the Legislative Branch, the Judicial Branch, and the Postal Service do not.  The FPDS contains approximately 50 data elements for approximately 500,000 transactions each year that exceed $25,000.  The FPDS also collects summary information for approximately 17 million smaller transactions.  As of August 2001, FPDS only has data current as of FY 2000.  However, you can make a special request to the Data Center at for a special report by calling 202-401-1529 or FAX a request to FAX number 202-401-1546.  Once some IT conversions problems are resolved, current FY data should be available on line.  

You may access current fiscal year information on the Internet.  GSA can Provide data for the last five years worth of federal procurement actions on CDROM for $500 and also on DVD for the last 10 years for $2,500.  Any year as far back as 79 may be purchased on CD, $500 for the 1st year and $200 for each additional year. To use the FPDC to find out if a company does business with your agency or military installation, go to:   http://www.fpdc.gov/   You will see the screen above.  You will need to scroll down to the item on the bottom of the web page labeled

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  Then click on “Contractor Search” and follow the instructions.

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 Click on Perform The Search
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If there is more than one company with part of its name used in your search term, you will need to select the company in which you are interested.  
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You will also need to click on one of two choices under number 2 above.  Then click on Perform The Search.  
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Click on More Info.

If you want the details of that particular contract, click on Details.

Another way to find out if a company has any contracts with your Federal agency or military installation is to obtain a list of the companies that have contracts with your agency or installation (if one exists

You may wish to contact the contracting office or the small business office at your agency or installation to see if they have a list of the companies that have contracts with your agency or if they have a database from which they can print such a list.

FAADS is a central collection of selected, computer-based data on Federal financial assistance award transactions, compiled quarterly. Each standard record is identified as being one of two possible types: county aggregate and action-by-action. Each action-by-action record contains such items as the name and location of the recipient (but not the address), the amount of awarded or amended Federal assistance (usually on the basis of the obligated amount), the program under which the award was made, and a project description.  After the close of each quarter of the Federal fiscal year, the Federal Assistance Award Data System (FAADS) produces a file of standardized data records on all types of financial assistance awards made by Federal agencies to all types of recipients during the indicated quarter. Each Federal fiscal year begins on October 1 of one calendar year and ends on September 30 of the year indicated.
