Preamble

The Secretary Of The Air Force, hereinafter referred to as “Grantor”, acting under the authority of 10 U.S.C. § 2688, hereby grants to (name of Grantee), hereinafter referred to as “Grantee”, a corporation organized and doing business under the laws of the State of Arkansas, a Right-of-Way for operation of a utility system for the collection and treatment of wastewater at Little Rock Air Force Base (hereinafter referred to as “Installation”), the areal extent of which Right-of-Way is identified in Exhibits A and B, both attached hereto and made a part hereof, hereinafter referred to as the “Premises”.  While the Premises contain the utility system, the utility system is not part of the Premises; the utility system is the property of Grantee.  Grantor and Grantee, when referred to together, are hereinafter referred to as the “Parties”, and may be referred to in the singular as a “Party”.  For purposes of this Right-of-Way, Grantor includes the United States Government and the Department of the Air Force.  This Right-of-Way grants to Grantee the right and privilege to operate its utility system located on the Installation, including construction, installation, repair, and maintenance of its system.

This Right-Of-Way is granted subject to the following conditions.

Basic Terms

1.  Term

1.0.  This Right-of-Way shall be effective beginning on ________, 200_, and shall remain in effect for a period of fifty (50) years, unless sooner terminated by Grantor or by abandonment.  At the end of its full term, this Right-of-Way may, upon the written request of Grantee and at the discretion of Grantor, be renewed for an additional period, not to exceed its original term, subject to agreement between the Parties on the payment of consideration at least equal to the consideration required by law at the time of renewal.  Grantor has complete discretion in granting a renewal and can consider, by way of example and not by way of limitation, the past practices of Grantee on the Installation, the timeliness of Grantee’s request for renewal relative to requests by other entities for similar Rights-of-Way, and the changing utilities requirements of the Government.  The obligations of Grantee, including those regarding remediation of environmental contamination and removal of structures, facilities, and equipment installed or owned by Grantee, shall remain in effect after the expiration, termination, or abandonment of this Right-of-Way unless otherwise agreed to by the Parties; Grantor shall allow Grantee reasonable access to the Premises to fulfill these obligations.

2.  Consideration and Costs

2.1.  Grantee shall pay to Grantor consideration at least equal to the fair market value of this Right-of-Way; that consideration is included in the Bill of Sale for the utility system of even date with this Right-of-Way.

2.2.  The use, operation, and occupation of the Premises pursuant to this Right-of-Way shall be without cost or expense to the Department of the Air Force, except as may be specifically provided otherwise herein.  To the extent such recovery is independent of this Right-of-Way, nothing in this Condition 2.2 abrogates any right to recover costs or expenses that arise pursuant to other contractual relationships between Grantor and Grantee, in their capacities under such independent contractual relationships.  

3.  Correspondence

3.0.  All correspondence to be sent and notices to be given pursuant to this Right-of-Way shall be addressed, if to Grantor, to 314 CES/CERR, 528 Thomas Avenue, Suite 130. Little Rock AFB, Arkansas, 72099-4987), and, if to Grantee, to (insert Grantee’s address), or as may from time to time otherwise be directed by the Parties.  Notice shall be deemed to have been duly given if and when enclosed in a properly sealed envelope or wrapper addressed as aforesaid, deposited, postage prepaid, and postmarked in a post office regularly maintained by the United States Postal Service.

4.  Access

4.1.  The use, operation, and occupation of the Premises are subject to the general supervision and control of the Installation’s commander or his duly authorized representative, hereinafter referred to as “said officer”.  

4.2.  In accepting the rights, privileges, and obligations established hereunder, Grantee recognizes that the Installation serves the national defense and that Grantor will not permit the operation, construction, installation, repair, and maintenance of a utility system and the provision of utility services to interfere with the Installation's military mission.  This Installation is an operating military installation which is closed to the public and is subject to the provisions of the Internal Security Act of 1950, 50 U.S.C. § 797, and of 18 U.S.C. § 1382.  Access to the Installation is subject to the control of its commanding officer and is governed by such regulations and orders as have been lawfully promulgated or approved by the Secretary of Defense or by any designated military commander.  Any access granted to Grantee, its officers, employees, contractors of any tier, agents, and invitees is subject to such regulations and orders.  This Right-of-Way is subject to all regulations and orders currently promulgated or which may be promulgated by lawful authority as well as all other conditions contained in this Right-of-Way.  Violation of any such regulations, orders, or conditions may result in the termination of this Right-of-Way.  Such regulations and orders may, by way of example and not by way of limitation, include restrictions on who may enter, how many may enter at any one time, when they may enter, and what areas of the Installation they may visit, as well as requirements for background investigations, including those for security clearances, of those entering.  Grantee is responsible for the actions of its officers, employees, contractors of any tier, agents, and invitees while on the Installation and acting under this Right-of-Way.

4.3.  In the event all or any portion of the Premises shall be needed by the United States or in the event the presence of Grantee’s property shall be considered detrimental to governmental activities, Grantee shall, from time-to-time and upon notice to do so, and as often as so notified, remove or relocate its property to such other location or locations on the Premises (or substitute land of Grantor which shall then become part of the Premises) as may be designated by said officer, and in the event Grantee’s property shall not be removed or relocated within ninety (90) days after any aforesaid notice, the Grantor may cause the same to be done.  Condition 2.2 notwithstanding, any removal or relocation of Grantee’s property at the direction of the Grantor under this Condition 4.3 shall be at Grantor’s expense.  
4.4.  Grantee further recognizes that the operation, construction, installation, repair, and maintenance of the utility system on the Installation may be subject to requirements and approvals not ordinarily imposed by civilian authorities, including, but not limited to, compliance with the National Environmental Policy Act of 1969, as implemented.  Grantee agrees to abide by all applicable regulations and to obtain all required approvals as specified in this Right-of-Way or as directed by said officer.

4.5.  Utility poles, buried conduits, pipes, tubes, wires, and other utility systems and pieces of equipment on the Installation may be the property of a non-federal entity.  In that case, use of those poles, conduits, pipes, tubes, wires, or other utility systems and pieces of equipment will be subject to separate agreement between Grantee and the owner of the poles, conduits, pipes, tubes, wires, or other utility systems and pieces of equipment.  Access will still be governed by this Right-of-Way but may also be subject to conditions, including payment of a fee, required by the owner of the poles, conduits, pipes, tubes, wires, or other utility systems and pieces of equipment.

4.6.  Grantor may, during the term of this Right-of-Way, sell existing poles, conduits, pipes, tubes, wires, or other utility systems and pieces of equipment to a private or public entity.  In such an event, Grantee’s rights under this Right-of-Way will not extend to disturbing or damaging the property of other entities who also hold grants of rights-of-way on the Installation, and any operation, construction, installation, repair, or maintenance by Grantee that disturbs or damages the property of such other entities shall be the responsibility of Grantee and Grantee shall be liable to such other entities for any disturbance or damage to their property caused by Grantee’s actions.

5.  Termination

5.1.  This Right-of-Way may be terminated, in whole or in part, by the Grantor for (1) failure to comply with the terms of the Right-of-Way as determined under Condition 6, or (2) abandonment.  This Right-of-Way shall terminate without further action or notice on the part of the Parties if Grantee abandons its rights and privileges under this Right-of-Way; abandonment shall occur if Grantee fails to utilize the Premises, or any part of them, to provide services to customers for a period of one year; given good cause, Grantor may, on a case by case basis, extend this one year period.  Abandonment of a part of the Premises shall only apply to that part of the Premises abandoned.  Subject to Condition 2.2, any termination in accordance with this Condition 5 shall not create any liability on the part of Grantor for Grantee’s capital costs, anticipated profits or fees, and costs of construction, installation, maintenance, upgrade, and removal of facilities, and such costs and anticipated profits or fees will not be recoverable from Grantor under this Right-of-Way. 

5.2.  This Right-of-Way does not guarantee that the Installation will remain open or active at its current level.  The number of potential customers may change from time to time depending on military requirements.  Such change is part of the risk Grantee assumes.  Subject to Condition 22.2, this Right-of-Way is not exclusive in that Grantor may also grant like rights and privileges to others, including Grantee’s competitors.  Closure of the Installation, reduction in the level of activity at the Installation, change in the number of potential customers, Grantor’s granting like rights and privileges to others including Grantee’s competitors, and Grantor’s allowing alternative forms of utility service will not constitute termination of this Right-of-Way for convenience of the Grantor and, subject to Condition 2.2, creates absolutely no obligation on the part of Grantor under this Right-of-Way to reimburse Grantee for any capital costs, anticipated profits or fees, or costs of operation, construction, installation, maintenance, upgrade, and removal of facilities.  Grantee acknowledges that it is solely responsible for all such costs and anticipated profits or fees and that such costs and anticipated profits or fees will not be recoverable from Grantor under this Right-of-Way.

6.  Default

6.1.  The following shall constitute a default and breach of this Right-of-Way by the Grantee:  The failure to comply with any provision of this Right-of-Way, where such failure to comply continues for ten (10) days after delivery of written notice thereof by the Grantor to the Grantee.  If, however, the time required to return to compliance exceeds the ten (10) day period, the Grantee shall not be deemed to be in default or breach if the Grantee within such period shall begin the actions necessary to bring it into compliance with the Right-of-Way in accordance with a compliance schedule acceptable to the Grantor.  

6.2.  In the event of any default or breach of this Right-of-Way by the Grantee, the Secretary of the Air Force may terminate this Right-of-Way at any time after expiration of the time required to return to compliance provided for in Condition 6.1 upon written notice of the termination to the Grantee.  The termination notice shall be effective as of a day to be specified therein, which shall be at least seven (7) but not more than thirty (30) days after its receipt by the Grantee.

6.3  Termination for default under this Condition 6 extends only to termination of this Right-of-Way and does not constitute cancellation of the Bill of Sale for the utility system of even date with this Right-of-Way, except to the extent this Right-of-Way is a part of said Bill of Sale.

Operation of the Premises

7.  Condition of Premises

7.0.  Grantee has inspected and knows the condition of the Premises.  Subject to Condition 15, the Premises are granted in an “as is, where is” condition without any warranty, representation, or obligation on the part of Grantor to make any alterations, repairs, improvements, or corrections to defects whether patent or latent.  At such times and for such part of the Premises as said officer may determine, the Parties will sign a Physical Condition Report to reflect the condition of the Premises prior to the Premises being disturbed by the activities of Grantee.  Such Report shall be used to indicate the condition of the Premises prior to their being disturbed in order to compare them with the Premises subsequent to the activities of Grantee to ensure Grantee has returned the Premises to the condition required by this Right-of-Way.  

8.  Protection of Premises

8.0.  As regards the Grantee’s use of the Premises and its property on the Premises, Grantee shall, at all times, protect, repair, and maintain the Premises in good order and condition at its own expense and without cost or expense to Grantor.  Grantee shall exercise due diligence in protecting the Premises against damage or destruction by fire, vandalism, theft, weather, or other causes related to Grantee’s activities.  Any property on the Premises damaged or destroyed by Grantee incident to the exercise of the rights and privileges herein granted shall be promptly repaired or replaced by Grantee to the satisfaction of said officer.

9.  Air Force Property

9.1.  Any interference with the use of or damage to property under control of the Department of the Air Force, including uses described in Condition 9.2, incident to the exercise of the rights and privileges herein granted shall be promptly corrected by Grantee to the satisfaction of said officer.  If Grantee fails to promptly repair or replace any such property after being notified to do so by said officer, said officer may repair or replace such property and Grantee shall be liable for the costs of such repair or replacement.

9.2.  Grantor has property installed on or attached to the property of Grantee, including Grantee’s poles, conduits, pipes, ductbanks, tubes, towers, buildings, structures, or other utility systems and pieces of equipment.  Grantor retains and reserves the right, at no cost to itself, to continue to use the property of Grantee, without damaging it, to support such installed or attached property, including the right of Grantor, at no cost to Grantee, to maintain, repair, operate, upgrade, and replace such installed or attached property.  Grantor shall provide reasonable notice to Grantee before engaging in any such maintenance, repair, upgrade, or replacement.  Any upgrade or replacement of such installed or attached property shall comply with any safety regulations imposed by public authority upon Grantee and applicable to Grantee’s property upon which Grantor’s property is installed or attached.  In the case of multiple use ductbanks, those ducts identified by Grantor in Exhibit B as being reserved for current or future Grantor use shall remain for the use of Grantor in accordance with this Condition 9.

10.  Restoration of Premises

10.0.  Condition 9.2 notwithstanding, on or before (or, in the case of abandonment, after) the date of expiration of this Right-of-Way or its cancellation by agreement of Grantor and Grantee or its termination by the Secretary of the Air Force, Grantee shall vacate the Premises, remove its property therefrom, and restore the Premises to their original condition without expense to the United States.  Such restoration shall include, if applicable, removal of contamination caused by Grantee.  Grantor may, in its sole and absolute discretion, consent to Grantee abandoning all or part of its utility system on the Installation, but such consent must be unequivocal and in writing:  Provided, however, that any buried conduits, pipes, ductbanks, tubes, or wires, the nature, location, and depth of which are known to Grantee and shown on Grantee’s records in accordance with Condition 11.4, and which neither contain an environmental contaminant nor pose an environmental or safety hazard, may be abandoned with Grantor’s consent, which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld.

11.  Alteration of Premises

11.1.  No additions to or alterations of the Premises shall be made without the prior written approval of said officer.  Approval by Grantor will not be unreasonably withheld.  Said officer may in his discretion grant blanket approvals in advance for certain specified categories of work.  Any and all operations, construction, installation, repair, and maintenance activity of any type whatsoever must comply with this Right-of-Way and with its Attachment 1, attached hereto and made a part hereof.  

11.1.1.  Grantee may, after obtaining prior written approval of said officer, change the capacity of the utility system on the Premises but such change must be solely to better serve the Installation.  

11.1.2.  Should Grantee desire to change the capacity of the utility system on the Premises other than for the sole purpose of better serving the Installation, or to extend the utility system on the Installation but off the Premises, Grantor must first consent through an amendment of this Right-of-Way in accordance with Condition 27.  Grantor has no obligation to consent to such an amendment and may require, in addition to other requirements, additional consideration. 

11.2.  Grantee shall neither place nor display advertising of any kind whatsoever on the Premises nor on its property located on the Premises, nor suffer any advertising of any kind whatsoever to be placed on its property located on the Premises.  Reasonable markings on Grantee’s property, including vehicles, for the purpose of identifying it as Grantee’s property are not prohibited.

11.3.  If Grantee’s property located on the Premises intrudes into airspace subject to regulation under the Federal Aviation Regulations or their Air Force counterparts, such property shall be operated, constructed, installed, repaired, and maintained in conformance with such regulations.

11.4.  Grantee shall maintain records showing the locations and nature of its property on the Premises.  Such records shall be kept current by Grantee.  Grantee shall, at no cost to the Grantor, provide Grantor a copy of these records, as well as current updates upon request of said officer.  For purposes of work upon the Premises by other than Grantee, upon request by Grantor, Grantee shall mark the actual location of its property within a time and in a manner acceptable to said officer.  The time specified by said officer will be reasonable given the circumstances of the need of Grantor.

12.  Costs of Services

12.0.  As regards the Grantee’s use of the Premises and its property on the Premises, Grantee is responsible for all utilities, janitorial services, building maintenance, and grounds maintenance for the Premises without cost to the Department of the Air Force.  The Air Force may, if its capabilities permit, consent to provide certain of these services to Grantee on a reimbursable basis.

Environment

13.  Environmental Compliance

13.0.  In its activities under this Right-of-Way, Grantee shall comply with all applicable environmental requirements, and in particular those requirements concerning the protection and enhancement of environmental quality, pollution control and abatement, safe drinking water, and solid and hazardous waste.  Responsibility for compliance with such requirements rests exclusively with Grantee, including liability for any fines, penalties, or other similar enforcement costs.  

14.  Asbestos and Lead-based Paint

14.1.  Grantee will not make any improvements or engage in any construction on the Premises which contain asbestos-containing material (ACM), without prior approval of said officer; any such improvements or construction shall be done in compliance with all applicable Federal, state, interstate, and local laws and regulations governing ACM.  Grantee is responsible for monitoring the condition of its property containing ACM on any portion of the Premises for deterioration or damage.  Grantee is responsible, at its expense, for remediation of any ACM contained on or in its property which is disturbed or damaged by Grantee or is deteriorated and of any ACM on the Premises which is disturbed or damaged by Grantee during the term of this Right-of-Way.

14.2.  Grantee will test any painted surface to be affected by any of its operation, construction, installation, repair, or maintenance activities to determine if the paint is lead-based and will handle that surface in compliance with all applicable laws and regulations and at Grantee’s expense.

15.  Safety and Hazardous Waste Disposal

15.1.  Grantee, at its expense, shall comply with all applicable laws on occupational safety and health, the handling and storage of hazardous materials, and the proper handling and disposal of hazardous wastes and hazardous substances generated by its activities.   As between the Parties, responsibility for the costs of proper handling and disposal of hazardous wastes and hazardous substances discovered on the Premises is governed by applicable law.  The terms hazardous materials, hazardous wastes, and hazardous substances are as defined in the Federal Water Pollution Control Act, the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act of 1980, the Solid Waste Disposal Act, the Clean Air Act, and the Toxic Substances Control Act, and their implementing regulations, as they have been or may be amended from time to time.

15.2.  Any unexploded ordnance, as that term is defined in Title 10, United States Code, discovered on the Premises by Grantee is the responsibility of Grantor and will not be disturbed by Grantee but, upon discovery, shall be immediately reported to said officer.

16.  Historic Preservation

16.0.  Grantee shall not remove or disturb, or cause or permit to be removed or disturbed, any historical, archaeological, architectural, or other cultural artifacts, relics, vestiges, remains, or objects of antiquity.  In the event such items are discovered on the Premises, Grantee shall cease its activities at the site and immediately notify said officer and protect the site and the material from further disturbance until said officer gives clearance to proceed.  Any costs resulting from this delay shall be the responsibility of Grantee.

17.  Installation Restoration Program

17.1.  If the Installation has not been listed on the National Priorities List (NPL) under the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act of 1980, as amended, at the time this Right-of-Way is granted, but is listed subsequent to the granting of this Right-of-Way, Grantor will provide Grantee with a copy of any Federal Facility Agreement (FFA) that is entered into between Grantor and the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA), along with any amendments to the FFA when they become effective.  

17.2.  If the Installation has been listed on the NPL at the time this Right-of-Way is granted but no FFA has been entered into, Grantor will provide Grantee with a copy of any FFA subsequently entered into along with any amendments to the FFA when they become effective.  

17.3.  If the Installation has been listed on the NPL at the time this Right-of-Way is granted and an FFA has been entered into, Grantee acknowledges that Grantor has provided it with a copy of the FFA, with current amendments; Grantor will provide Grantee with a copy of any subsequent amendments thereto.  

18.  Access for Restoration

18.1.  Nothing in this Right-of-Way shall be interpreted as interfering with or otherwise limiting the right of Grantor and its duly authorized officers, employees, contractors of any tier, agents, and invitees to enter upon the Premises for the purposes enumerated in Condition 18.3 and for such other purposes as are consistent with the provisions of an FFA or required to implement the Installation Restoration Program (IRP) conducted under the provisions of 10 U.S.C. § 2701, et seq.  Grantee will provide reasonable assistance to Grantor to ensure Grantor’s activities under this Condition 18 do not damage Grantee’s property on the Premises.

18.2.  The USEPA and State of Arkansas, including their subordinate political units, and their duly authorized officers, employees, contractors of any tier, and agents have the right, upon reasonable notice to Grantee and with Grantor’s consent, to enter upon the Premises for the purposes enumerated in Condition 18.3 and for such other purposes as are consistent with the provisions of an FFA.  Grantee will provide reasonable assistance to USEPA and the State to ensure their activities under this Condition 18 do not damage Grantee’s property on the Premises.

18.3.  Purposes:
18.3.1.  To conduct investigations and surveys, including, where necessary, drilling, soil and water sampling, testpitting, testing soil borings, and other activities related to the IRP or an FFA;

18.3.2.  To inspect field activities of the Air Force and its contractors of any tier in implementing the IRP or an FFA;

18.3.3.  To conduct any test or survey required by the USEPA or the State relating to the implementation of an FFA or environmental conditions on the Premises or to verify any data submitted to the USEPA or the State by the Air Force relating to such conditions; or,

18.3.4.  To conduct, operate, maintain, or undertake any other response or remedial action as required under or necessitated by the IRP or an FFA, including, but not limited to, monitoring wells, pumping wells, and treatment facilities.

19.  Environmental Baseline

19.0.  If Grantor determines that an Environmental Baseline Survey (EBS) is required for this Right-of-Way, in accordance with Grantor’s standards and requirements, it shall prepare an EBS documenting the known history of the property with regard to the storage, release, or disposal of hazardous substances thereon, and that EBS shall be attached hereto, or incorporated by reference, and made a part hereof as Exhibit C.  If such an EBS is prepared, upon expiration, termination, or abandonment of this Right-of-Way, another EBS shall be prepared by Grantor, in accordance with Grantor’s standards and requirements, which will document the environmental condition of the property at the end of Grantee’s use of the Premises.  That EBS shall be attached hereto, or incorporated by reference, and made a part hereof as an Exhibit.  The findings of the two EBSs shall be used in settling factual aspects of claims for restoration of the Premises.  Grantee is responsible for the costs of any environmental restoration necessitated as a result of its use of the Premises.  

Changes in Ownership or Control

20.  Transfer, Assignment, leasing, or disposal

20.1.  Grantee shall not transfer, permit, license, assign, lease, or dispose of in any way, including, but not limited to, voluntary or involuntary sale, merger, consolidation, receivership, or other means (all referred to in this Condition 20 as “transfer”), this Right-of-Way or any interest therein or any property on the Premises, or otherwise create any interest therein, without the prior written consent of said officer.  Such consent shall not be unreasonably withheld or delayed, subject to the provisions of Conditions 20.2 through 20.4. 

20.2.  Any transfer by Grantee shall be subject to all of the terms and conditions of this Right-of-Way and shall terminate immediately upon the expiration or any earlier termination of this Right-of-Way, without any liability on the part of Grantor to Grantee or any transferee.  Under any transfer made, with or without consent, the transferee shall be deemed to have assumed all of the obligations of Grantee under this Right-of-Way.  No transfer shall relieve Grantee of any of its obligations hereunder, except, in the case of an assignment, if Grantor explicitly agrees to relieve Grantee of its obligations hereunder; provided, however, that in the case of an assignment, Grantor may, in its sole discretion, withhold consent to the assignment.

20.3.  Grantee shall furnish said officer, for his prior written consent, a copy of each transfer Grantee proposes to execute.  Such consent by said officer may include the requirement to delete, add, or change provisions in the transfer instrument as Grantor shall deem necessary to protect its interests.  Consent to or rejection of any transfer shall not be taken or construed to alter, diminish, or enlarge any of the rights or obligations of either of the Parties under this Right-of-Way, nor form a basis for any cause of action against or liability of Grantor.

20.4.  Any transfer instrument must expressly provide that—(1) the transfer and transferee are subject to all of the terms and conditions of this Right-of-Way; (2) the transfer shall terminate with the expiration or earlier termination of this Right-of-Way; and (3) in case of any conflict between this Right-of-Way and the transfer instrument, this Right-of-Way shall control.  A copy of this Right-of-Way must be attached to the transfer instrument.

21.  Liens And Mortgages

21.0.  Grantee shall not engage in any financing or other transaction creating any mortgage upon the Premises, place or suffer to be placed upon the Premises any lien or other encumbrance, or suffer any levy or attachment to be made on Grantee's interest in the Premises under this Right-of-Way.  On the date of its execution or filing of record regardless of whether or when it is foreclosed or otherwise enforced, any such mortgage, encumbrance, or lien shall be deemed to be a violation of this Condition 21 and constitute a failure to comply with the terms of the Right-of-Way.

22.  Other Grants of Access

22.1.  This Right-of-Way is subject to all outstanding easements, rights‑of‑way, leases, permits, licenses, and uses for any purpose with respect to the Premises.  Grantor shall have the right to grant additional easements, rights‑of‑way, leases, permits, and licenses, and make additional uses with respect to the Premises.  However, any such additional easements, rights‑of‑way, leases, permits, licenses, or uses shall not be inconsistent with the Grantee's use of the Premises under this Right-of-Way. 

22.2.  For those areas identified in Exhibit B.3, Grantor shall not grant any additional easements, rights-of-way, leases, permits, licenses, or other access.  Grantor recognizes that these areas require restricted access and Grantee may take appropriate action to prevent unauthorized access to such areas.  This Condition 22.2 will only apply to access by others than Grantor and will not limit any right of access by public authorities charged with the regulation of Grantee’s activities or law enforcement.

23.  Real Property Accountability

23.0.  Grantor may transfer real property accountability for the Premises to another federal agency.  In such event, the federal agency assuming real property accountability will stand in the place of and become Grantor without altering, diminishing, or enlarging the rights and obligations of either Grantor or Grantee under this Right-of-Way.

24.  Reporting

24.0.  This Right-of-Way is not subject to 10 U.S.C. § 2662.

General Provisions

25.  Compliance With Laws

25.0.  Grantee shall comply with all applicable Federal, state, interstate, and local laws, regulations, and requirements.  This may include the need for Grantee to obtain permits to operate its utility system.  Grantor is not responsible for obtaining permits for Grantee nor for allowing Grantee to use permits obtained by Grantor.

26.  Availability of Funds

26.0.  The obligations of Grantor under this Right-of-Way shall be subject to the availability of appropriated funds.  No appropriated funds are obligated by this Right-of-Way.

27.  Amendments

27.0.  This Right-of-Way may only be modified or amended by the written agreement of the Parties, duly signed by their authorized representatives.

28.  Liability

28.1.  Grantor shall not be responsible for damage to property or injuries to persons which may arise from, or be attributable or incident to, the condition or state of repair of the Premises, due to its use and occupation by Grantee.  Grantee agrees that it assumes all risks of loss or damage to property and injury or death to persons, whether to its officers, employees, contractors of any tier, agents, invitees, or others, by reason of or incident to Grantee’s use of the Premises, and its activities conducted under this Right-of-Way.  Grantee shall, at its expense, pay any settlements of or judgments on claims arising out of its use of the Premises.

28.2.  Grantee shall indemnify and hold Grantor harmless against any and all judgments, expenses, taxes, liabilities, claims, and charges of whatever kind or nature that may arise as a result of the activities of Grantee, whether tortious, contractual, or other, except to the extent such claim or charge is cognizable under the Federal Tort Claims Act, or, in regard to indemnification, to the extent Grantee is prohibited from doing so by Federal or state law.

29.  Insurance

29.1.  This Condition 29 shall only apply during those periods when Grantee has no service contract to provide utility service to the Installation; provided, however, that such service contract contains essentially the same requirements for insurance as this Condition 29 and such service contract utilizes all the Premises granted by this Right-of-Way.  Self-insurance shall not be permitted under this Right-of-Way during those periods when Grantee has no service contract to provide utility service to the Installation.

29.2.  During the entire period this Right-of-Way shall be in effect, the Grantee, at no expense to the Grantor, shall carry and maintain and require its contractors of any tier performing work on the Premises to carry and maintain—

29.2.1.  Comprehensive general liability insurance on an “occurrence basis” against claims for “personal injury,” including without limitation, bodily injury, death, or property damage, occurring upon, in, or about the Premises including any buildings thereon and adjoining sidewalks, streets, and passageways, such insurance to afford immediate minimum protection at all times during the term of this Right-of-Way, with limits of liability in amounts approved from time to time by Grantor, but not less than ONE MILLION DOLLARS ($1,000,000) in the event of bodily injury and death to any one or more persons in one accident, and not less than FIVE HUNDRED THOUSAND DOLLARS ($500,000) for property damage.  Such insurance shall also include coverage against liability for bodily injury or property damage arising out of the acts or omissions by or on behalf of Grantee by any invitee or any other person or organization, or involving any owned, non‑owned, or hired automotive equipment in connection with Grantee's activities.  

29.2.2.  If and to the extent required by law, workers' compensation and employer's liability or similar insurance in form and amounts required by law.

29.3.  All policies of insurance which this Right-of-Way requires Grantee to carry and maintain or cause to be carried or maintained pursuant to this Condition 29 shall be effected under valid and enforceable policies, in such forms and amounts as may, from time to time, be required under this Right-of-Way, issued by insurers of recognized responsibility.  All such policies of insurance shall be for the mutual benefit of Grantor and Grantee.  Each such policy shall provide that any losses shall be payable notwithstanding any act or failure to act or negligence of Grantee or Grantor or any other person; provide that no cancellation, reduction in amount, or material change in coverage thereof shall be effective until at least sixty (60) days after receipt by Grantor of written notice thereof; provide that the insurer shall have no right of subrogation against Grantor; and be reasonably satisfactory to Grantor in all other respects.  In no circumstances will Grantee be entitled to assign to any third party rights of action which Grantee may have against Grantor.  The foregoing notwithstanding, any cancellation of insurance coverage based on nonpayment of the premium shall be effective after fifteen (15) days written notice to Grantor.  Grantee understands and agrees that cancellation of any insurance coverage required to be carried and maintained by Grantee under this Condition 29 will constitute a failure to comply with the terms of the Right-of-Way. 

29.4.  Grantee shall deliver or cause to be delivered upon execution of this Right-of-Way (and thereafter not less than fifteen (15) days prior to the expiration date of each policy furnished pursuant to this Condition 29) to Grantor a certificate of insurance evidencing the insurance required by this Right-of-Way. 

30.  Entire Agreement

30.0.  It is expressly understood and agreed that this written instrument embodies the entire agreement between the Parties regarding the use of the Premises by the Grantee, and there are no understandings or agreements, verbal or otherwise, between the Parties except as expressly set forth herein.  Nevertheless, it is understood that the Parties may  enter into a utility service contract which will require use of the utility system located on the Premises; while that contract may not address the use of the Premises, it may require Grantee to use the Premises to operate its utility system in order to perform the contract service.
31.  Condition and Paragraph Headings

31.0.  The headings contained in this Right-of-Way, its Attachments, and Exhibits are to facilitate reference only and shall not in any way affect the construction or interpretation hereof.

32.  Reserved

32.0.  Reserved.

Attachment 1

Any approval by said officer required by this Attachment may, in said officer’s discretion, be granted in advance and on a blanket basis.

A.  Personnel

Grantee shall employ, directly or by contract, competent supervisory, administrative, and direct labor personnel to accomplish the work performed on the Premises.  Grantee shall not knowingly hire off‑duty Air Force engineering personnel or any other person whose employment would result in a conflict of interest or would otherwise violate The Joint Ethics Regulation, DoD Directive 5500.7-R.  When speaking, understanding, and reading safety, security, health, and environmental warnings are an integral part of the duties of Grantee’ personnel, Grantee shall only utilize personnel on the Premises who can fluently speak, understand, and read the English language.  Grantee shall conduct all of its business on the Installation in a professional and courteous manner.  Grantee’s employees shall present a neat appearance and be readily recognizable as Grantee’s employees.  All vehicles of Grantee, while on the Installation, shall be readily identifiable as belonging to Grantee.

B.  Work Standards

Grantee shall construct, install, repair, and maintain its property, including equipment, in a safe, thorough, and reliable manner and in conformance with applicable federal regulations and national professional codes.  If Grantee owns or operates a utility system off the Premises but connected to the utility system on the Premises, it will apply at a minimum the same standards of construction, installation, repair, and maintenance it applies to its system off the Premises to its system on the Premises.

C.  Excavations

Grantee shall obtain a written excavation permit from said officer before commencing any digging or excavation on the Installation; the excavation permit will contain requirements normally applied to similar excavation work on the installation.  Said officer will notify Grantee as to reasonable time periods for applying for an excavation permit.  In close proximity to other utility systems, Grantee shall excavate by hand to preclude accidental interruption of services, equipment damage, and injury to workers.  Excavated areas shall be backfilled to the original density and grade.  Open excavations shall be barricaded when Grantee’s personnel are not present in the immediate vicinity of the work site.  Open excavations at the completion of the workday shall be adequately covered to prevent accidents and access by children.  When cutting pavements, traffic shall be maintained over at least half the width of the pavement, unless otherwise directed by said officer.  Traffic barricades and warning lights to mark the excavation shall be provided by Grantee. The restored pavement shall be equal to or better than the original pavement.

D.  Communications Equipment and Foreign Object Damage

Prior to operating communications devices on the Installation, Grantee shall obtain the approval of said officer as to frequency use.  Grantee shall comply with the Installation’s foreign object damage prevention program whenever it engages in activities on or around the flightlines or runways. 

E.  Dust Control

Grantee shall maintain all excavations, embankments, stockpiles, access roads, and all other work areas free from excess dust to avoid causing a hazard or nuisance to base personnel and surrounding facilities.  Dust control shall be performed as the work proceeds and whenever dust nuisance or hazard occurs.

F.  Lawn Areas

Lawn areas rutted by equipment or otherwise damaged shall be leveled by the addition of topsoil or otherwise repaired by tilling and leveling.  These areas shall be resodded or seeded and fertilized to match the existing vegetation or the vegetation that existed before damage.  Sod, seed, and fertilizer types and mixtures will be approved by said officer.  

G.  Plant Control

After obtaining the prior permission of said officer, Grantee may trim or remove plants and trees that pose a potential hazard to its utility system.  In those areas where the plants or trees contribute to historic or esthetic values and trimming or removing them would be destructive of those values, Grantee may be prohibited from trimming or removing them.  In all instances, plants or trees listed as threatened or endangered under applicable federal, state, interstate, or local law will not be harmed by the activities of Grantee.

H.  Cleanup

After the work is completed, the work site shall be returned to its original state.

Exhibits

Exhibit A—Map of Premises

The map or maps attached as this Exhibit A show the known locations of the utility system.  Portions of the utility system may not be fully shown on the map or maps.  Any such failure to show the complete utility system on the map or maps shall not be interpreted as that part of the utility system being outside the Premises.  The Premises are co-extensive with the entire linear extent of the utility system sold to Grantee, whether or not precisely shown on the map or maps attached hereto as this Exhibit A.

Maps are available, by request to the Government, in Adobe PDF format on CD.  The following files are included on the CD entitled Map No. G-2, Sanitary Sewage System, Base Comprehensive Plan, Little Rock AFB, Arkansas, 2003.
Exhibit B—Description of Premises

B.1.  General Description of the Utility System, Lateral Extent of the Right-of-Way, and Points of Demarcation:

Utility System Description:

The utility system may be composed of, without limitation, collection piping, manholes, final discharge meters, lift stations, treatment plants, supporting emergency generator sets (if any), and electrical controls associated with the lift stations and emergency generator sets on the Installation.

Lateral Extent of Utility System Right-Of-Way:

For pipe sizes of 24 inches in diameter and less, 26-feet-wide, extending 13 feet on each side of the utility system, as installed.

For pipe sizes of greater than 24 inches in diameter, 50-feet-wide, extending 25 feet on each side of the utility system, as installed.

Utility System Points of Demarcation:

The point of demarcation is defined as the point on the utility system where ownership changes from the utility system owner to the facility owner.  The table below identifies the type and general location of the point of demarcation with respect to the facility for each scenario.

B.2.  General Description of the Areal Extent of the Utility System: 

The City of Jacksonville, Arkansas provides wastewater treatment for Little Rock AFB.  There are no wastewater treatment facilities on Base. The wastewater collection system at Little Rock AFB is divided into two primary collection systems (main base from the north and the housing area from the west).  Wastewater from the base is conveyed through approximately two miles of 15 and 24-inch pipe, which is owned and maintained by the Base but is not on Air Force owned property, to the Jacksonville Waste Water Treatment Plant.

Specifically excluded from the wastewater collection system privatization are:

· Oil/Water Separators

· Grease Traps

· Septic Tanks
· Lateral connections to housing units
The intent of this areal description is to give a general flow pattern of the sewer system.  Every line may not be mentioned and lateral connections to buildings are not generally described.  This description is based on drawings provided by the base Civil Engineer office.  Title of the drawing set is “Department of the Air Force, Air Force Education and Training Command, Base Comprehensive Plan, Little Rock AFB, AR, Sewer System” base date 01 Apr 00, Tab G-2”. The areal description is intended to stand-alone but due to the multiple references to manholes, streets and buildings, access to the drawings or the AutoCAD file will facilitate in following the general distribution pattern.


The base housing system to the west begins south of Building 399, and flows southeast to Manhole 826A as it enters the housing area at the north side of Alabama Drive and west of California Avenue.  It then turns southwest and joins with Manhole 826 and combines flow from Manhole 827 and flows to Manhole 822.  Another line from the south begins at Manhole 824 and flows north along the outside of the curve in Alabama Drive to connect at Manhole 822.  The combined flow then runs east to Manhole 821.  A line from the south begins at Manhole 825 and joins with Manhole 821.  The combined flow then runs east to Manhole 809 where a line from the east connects.  This line from the east begins at Manhole 819 and flows north along the inside of the Alabama Drive curve to Manhole 818 before crossing Alabama Drive to the east and running between the last two buildings on the east side of that street to discharge at Manhole 817.  The line then runs along the east and south sides of the housing units on Alabama Drive and Arizona Avenue to Manhole 811 where a line from the north connects.  The line from the north begins at Manhole 829, on the north side of Alabama Drive, east of the California Avenue intersection, and runs east along the north side of Alabama Drive to Manhole 828 where it is joined by a line from Manhole 830, located on the north side of Alabama Drive and east of the Arizona Avenue intersection.  From Manhole 828 the combined flow runs south and connects at Manhole 811.  From Manhole 811 the flow runs west to connect to the system at Manhole 809.

From Manhole 809 the flow continues south to Manhole 808 where it meets with flow from Manhole 820 and then runs southeast, following the outside of the housing units on the eastern portion of the Alabama Drive loop, to Manhole 801 at the southern end of this housing area, where lines from both the north and west connect.  The line from the north starts at Manhole 840 and runs east to Manhole 839, then south to Manhole 838, then west to Manhole 837 and combines with flow from a line to the west starting at Manhole 841.  From Manhole 837, the combined flow runs south through Manhole 836 and connects to the system at Manhole 801.  The line from the west starts at Manhole 835, on the east side of State Highway 107 west of the point where the Alabama Drive loop connects to itself, and runs south to Manhole 833 and turns east-southeast through Manholes 832 and 831 and then combines with flow at Manhole 801.  From Manhole 801, the combined flow runs south through Manhole 800 and empties into lift station 3001.

From the most southern housing area, the system begins at Manhole 622, in back of Building 2674 on Kentucky Circle, and follows the back side of the buildings to Manhole 619, east of the east corner of Kentucky Circle, and is joined from the west by a line from Manhole 619A, located between the buildings on the west side of the east corner of Kentucky Circle.  The combined flow then runs southwest and discharges to the system at Manhole 617 where a line from the north, beginning at Manhole 617A connects.

From Manhole 617, the combined flow follows the south side of the housing units on the south side of the housing area to the west and turns north at the west side of the housing area to flow to Manhole 606 at the northwest end of Michigan Circle.  Also connecting at Manhole 606 is a line that begins at Manhole 659, at the rear of two housing units south of the intersection of Michigan Circle and Maryland Lane, and runs west, between the two rows of housing units to Manhole 653, on the south side of the northernmost portion of Michigan Circle, before turning northwest and crossing Michigan Circle to connect to Manhole 606.

From Manhole 606 the line runs north, and then northeast, to Manhole 603, northwest of the west end of Maryland Lane, where a line from the southeast connects.  The line from the southeast begins at Manhole 651, between the buildings on Main Drive and Massachusetts Lane, and flows northwest to Manhole 647, at the west end of Maryland Lane, where it is joined by a line from the south.  The line from the south begins at Manhole 653, between the buildings at the west side of the intersection of Michigan Circle and Maryland Lane, and runs northwest to the southwest corner of Building 2818 where a line from the northeast corner of Building 2824 connects, before turning north to connect at Manhole 647.  The combined flow from Manhole 647 then runs northwest and connects to the mainline at Manhole 603.

From Manhole 603 the combined flow runs north-northwest to Manhole 602, southwest of the curve at the west end of Louisiana Drive, and is joined by a line from the east.  The line from the east begins at Manhole 646, between the buildings at the south end of Maine Drive, and runs northwest to Manhole 640 before turning east to connect to the system at Manhole 602.  The line then flows north to Manhole 601, west of Building 2766, where a line from the east connects.  The line from the east begins at Manhole 633, on the northeast side of Building 2673, and flows northwest to Manhole 632 where it is joined from the northeast by a line from Manhole 639.  It then continues northwest to the southeast side of Arkansas Blvd. and flows southwest to Manhole 629, northeast of the intersection of Dakota Drive, and is joined by a line from Manhole 638, in back of the second building from the south end of Dakota Drive.  The combined flow then continues southwest along the edge of Arkansas Blvd. to Manhole 628, between Dakota Drive and Kentucky Circle and is joined by a line from Manhole 635 that runs along the back side of the housing units on the southwest side of Dakota Drive.  The combined flow then turns northwest and flows between the buildings on Louisiana Drive and Kansas Circle to Manhole 623, north of Building 2766, before turning to connect to the system at Manhole 601.  From Manhole 601, the combined flow runs north to discharge to the wet well of Pump Station 3001.

A third line discharging at Pump Station 3001 begins at Manhole 754, located southeast of Building 2246, and flows west, and then northwest, to Manhole 750 on the west side of Building 2252, where it is joined from the east by a line from Manhole 760.  The combined flow then runs northwest to Manhole 749 where a line from Manhole 757, at the east end of Idaho Circle, connects from the east.  The combined flow continues northwest to Manhole 741, at the northeast corner of the intersection of Idaho Circle and Arkansas Blvd., where it is joined by a line from the northeast.  The line from the northeast begins at Manhole 745, at the southwest corner of Building 2197, and runs to the west, across Pennsylvania Drive, to Manhole 714, at the northwest corner of Building 2174.  The flow then runs south, along the west side of the buildings on Pennsylvania Drive, to Manhole 743, where a line from Manhole 746 connects from the east.  The flow continues south to Manhole 742 and is joined by a line from Manhole 747 in the east.  The floe then turns to the southwest and connects to the system at Manhole 741.

The combined flow from Manhole 741 runs southwest to Manhole 709, on the west side of Arkansas Blvd. at the Idaho Circle intersection, where a line from the north connects.  This line from the north begins at the south side of Building 1990 and flows southeast to Manhole 715, near the northeast corner of Building 2105, and is joined from the east by a line from Manhole 716, near the northeast corner of Building 2106.  The combined flow runs west, along the north side of the buildings on the north side of Connecticut Drive, to Manhole 714, and is joined by a force main from Lift Station 5006 at the south side of Building 1995.  The flow continues west to Manhole 713, on the west side of Arkansas Blvd. and turns southwest to Manhole 712, on the west side of the roadway to the west of Building 1992.  The flow then continues south along the roadway and eventually connects to the system at Manhole 709.

The combined flow from Manhole 709 continues southwest to Manhole 708, east of Building 2582 and is joined from the southeast by a line from Manhole 740.  The combined flow continues northwest to Manhole 707 where a line from the south connects.  The line from the south begins at Manhole 739, southwest of Building 2614, and runs northwest to Manhole 736, south of the northwest end of Building 2611, and is joined by a line from the northwest that begins at Manhole 738 and runs between the buildings to the east and southeast before connecting to Manhole 736.  From Manhole 736 the combined flow continues north to connect to the system at Manhole 707.

From Manhole 707 the flow continues west along the north side of the housing units to Manhole 701, north of Building 2762, where a line connects from the south.  The line from the south begins at Facility 5007 and runs north, between Buildings 2665 and 2664, to Manhole 728, located south of Building 2642.  It then follows the back side of the housing units on the south side of Indiana Drive to the northwest, west and southwest to Manhole 724, east of Building 2629, where a line from the southeast connects.  This line from the southeast begins at Manhole 735, at the southwest corner of Building 2660, and flows southeast between the housing units to Manhole 734 where it turns to the southwest, between Buildings 2656 and 2657, to a manhole at the northeast side of Building 2757, before turning northwest to connect to the system at Manhole 724.  The combined flow from Manhole 724 runs south, between Buildings 2629 and 2701, to Manhole 723 on the north side of Kansas Circle and follows the edge of that street to the west to Manhole 722, southeast of Building 2597, and is joined by a line from the northeast.  The line from the northeast begins south of Building 2603 and runs between the housing units to the connecting manhole.  The flow continues to the intersection of Kansas Circle and Illinois Drive and then turns north, between Buildings 2596 and 2762, before connecting to the main line at Manhole 701.

The combined flow from Manhole 701 runs west-southwest to Manhole 700, north of Building 2765, and is joined by a line from the southeast.  This line from the southeast begins at Manhole 720, between Buildings 2797 and 2812, and flows northwest between the housing units on Kansas Circle and, after crossing the west end of Kansas Circle, it continues northwest, between Buildings 2764 and 2765, to connect to Manhole 700.  The combined flow from Manhole 700 runs west and discharges to Pump Station 3001.

Pump Station 3001 discharges through a 12-inch force main that runs in an irregular path to the east, along the north side of the housing units on the north side of Illinois Drive to the north side of Building 2582, where it turns to the northeast and runs to the west side of Arkansas Blvd. at the intersection of Idaho Circle.  It then flows north, along the west side of Arkansas Blvd. to the east side of Building 1992 and turns east to discharge to Manhole 426, located between Buildings 2113 and 2114.

From Manhole 426 a 15-inch line runs east, between the buildings on Connecticut Drive and Delaware Circle, to Manhole 423, north of the northwest corner of Building 2120, where it is joined by a line from the south.  The line from the south begins at Manhole 517, south of Building 2140, and flows west to the north side of Building 2207 where it turns to the north to flow between Buildings 2142 and 2143, across Delaware Circle and between Buildings 2150 and 2151, to Manhole 515 where a line from Manhole 520 connects from the east.  The combined flow then runs north between 2166 and 2167, across Georgia Avenue and between Buildings 2178 and 2179, to Manhole 514 where a line from the northeast connects.  The line from the northeast begins at Manhole 519, on the north side of Building 2182 and flows northwest to Manhole 518, on the north side of Building 2180, before turning to the southwest to connect to the system.  The combined flow from Manhole 514 continues north, between Buildings 2195 and 2196 to connect to the main line at Manhole 423.

From Manhole 423, the line continues east to Manhole 421, located between Buildings 2021 and 2124, where a major line connects from the northwest.  The line from the northwest begins at Manhole 512, on the south side of Building 2071, and flows west to manhole 510, at the southwest corner of Building 2066, where a line from the manhole at the northeast corner of Building 2078 connects.  The combined flow then runs northwest, between Buildings 2007 and 2008, to Manhole 502 and is joined from the east by a line from Manhole 504, at the north side of Building 2001.  The flow then runs west to Manhole 501, north of Building 2011 and is joined by a line from the building on the north side of Arnold Drive.  Continuing west, the line runs to Manhole 499, south of Arnold Drive and northeast of Building 1990, where a line from the southeast connects.  The line from the southeast begins at Manhole 507 and flows northwest to Manhole 505, between Buildings 2031 and 2032, and is joined from the east by a line from Manhole 509, on the south side of Building 2039.  The combined flow then runs northwest to Manhole 499.  From Manhole 499 the line runs south, west of Building 2015, then turns to the southeast to connect to the main line at Manhole 421.

From Manhole 421 the flow continues to the southeast to Manhole 418, south of Building 2046, where a line from the south connects.  The line from the south begins at Manhole 489, west of Building 2321, and runs north to Manhole 488, on the south side of Building 2137, where it is joined by a line from the south side of Building 2139.  The combined flow runs east to Manhole 486 where it turns north to run between the housing units on Delaware and Montana Circles before discharging to Manhole 484, at the northwest corner of Building 2301.  Also connecting to Manhole 484 is a line that begins at Manhole 494, near the southwest corner of Building 2162, and flows southeast to Manhole 492, west of Building 2158, where it turns to the northeast and runs to Manhole 491, at the northwest corner of Building 2187, where a line from Manhole 495 connects from the west.  The combined flow then runs east to connect at Manhole 484.  The flow from Manhole 484 then runs north to discharge to the main line at Manhole 418.

The flow from Manhole 418 runs east to Manhole 417, south of the east end of Building 2048, where a line from the north connects.  The line from the north begins at Manhole 481, on the north side of Building 2089, and flows west, between Buildings 2093 and 2094, to Manhole 479, near the northeast corner of Building 2062, and then runs to the southeast, between the buildings on Missouri and Minnesota Circles, to Manhole 476, at the northeast corner of Building 2055, and is joined by a line from the east by a line from the north side of Building 2052.  From Manhole 476 the flow continues to the south, between Buildings 2054 and 2055, to Manhole 475, on the north side of Minnesota Circle, where a line from Manhole 482 connects from the east.  The combined flow then runs south, between Buildings 2048 and 2049, to connect to the main line at Manhole 417.

From Manhole 417 the main line continues east to Manhole 416, on the west side of Texas Blvd. where a line from the south connects.  The line from the south begins at Manhole 470, between Buildings 2296 and 2314, and flows southeast, between the buildings on Oklahoma Avenue and Montana Circle, to Manhole 468, at the west side of Texas Blvd.  The flow then turns north, along the west side of Texas Blvd. to Manhole 467 where it is joined by a line from the west that begins at Manhole 474.  From Manhole 467 the flow continues north along the side of the street to Manhole 466, near the southeast corner of Building 2267 where a line from the north side of Building 2172 connects.  The combined flow then runs north to discharge to the main line at Manhole 416.

From Manhole 416 the flow continues east, across Texas Blvd. to Manhole 415, north of Building 2442, and is joined by a line from the north.  The line from the north begins at Manhole 526, between Buildings 1090 and 1092, and flows south to Manhole 524, to the north of Building 1096.  It then runs around the west side of that building to Manhole 522 where a line from the south side of the building connects.  The line then runs to the southwest, to a point south of the building before turning to the south-southeast and connecting to the main line at Manhole 415.  Form Manhole 415 the line continues to run east-southeast, along the north side of the buildings on the north side of Nebraska Circle, to Manhole 411 before turning east to Manhole 409, located southwest of Building 1078 and northeast of the interior corner of the base boundary.  A major line from the southwest also connects to Manhole 409.

The line from the southwest begins at Manhole 439, south of Building 2243, and follows the south side of the buildings on the south side of Tennessee Drive to Manhole 436, south of Building 2233, and turns northeast to Manhole 435, near the southwest corner of Building 2354, where a line from Manhole 464, south of Building 2324, connects from the northwest.   From Manhole 435 the flow continues to the southeast and follows the back of the housing units on Ohio Circle to the north before discharging to Manhole 429, near the southeast corner of Building 2360.  Also connecting at this manhole is a line that begins at Manhole 461, on the south side of Building 2344, and runs southeast, between the buildings on Ohio Circle and Oregon Avenue, and finally running between Buildings 2360 and 2366 before connecting to Manhole 429.  The combined flow from Manhole 429 continues north to Manhole 428, near the northeast corner of Building 2368, where lines from both the west and north connect.  The line from the west begins at Manhole 453, east of Building 2398, and runs southeast on the north side of the buildings on the north side of Ohio Avenue, before turning east at Manhole 454 and running between Buildings 2368 and 2369 to connect to Manhole 428.  The line from the north begins at Manhole 449, between Buildings 2379 and 2420, and flows southeast, following the back of the housing units on Ohio Circle, to connect to the system at Manhole 428.  The combined flow then continues to the northeast to Manhole 427A where a line from the northwest connects.  The line from the northwest begins at Manhole 444, south of Building 2444, and runs southeast, between the buildings in the center of Nebraska Circle, and then between Buildings 2431 and 2431, before connecting to Manhole 427A.  From Manhole 427A the combined flow continues northeast to discharge to the Main line at Manhole 409.  From Manhole 409 the combined flow from the housing areas runs in an irregular path to the east, across Redmond Road, to discharge at Manhole 0-39A at the interior corner of the base boundary.  The collection system for the main base areas also connects at this manhole.

The collection system for the main portion of the base begins at Manhole 194, south of Building 391, and runs southeast and then east to Pump Station 5058, located between the access road and Building 389.  The discharge from the pump station runs through a 4-inch force main to the south side of the access road and then follows the edge of the road to the east and north to the intersection of another road running to the east.  At this point the force main turns east and follows the south side of the road and continues past the north sides of Buildings 294 and 290, to discharge to Manhole 196, on the west side of Avenue “E” West, where a line from Manhole 196A connects from the south.

From Manhole 196, the flow continues east, along the north side of Building 286, to Manhole 197, located between the north ends of Buildings 280 and 286, where it is joined from the south by a line from the southwest corner of Building 282.  The flow continues east to Manhole 199, northeast of Building 277, where a line from the east side of Building 272 connects from the south.  The combined flow continues east to Manhole 200 where a major line from the east connects.

The line from the east begins at the southwest side of Facility 1422 and runs northwest, to the north side of the access road where it turns north to a manhole at the northwest corner of Building 1383 before turning northeast to a manhole north of Building 1383 and being joined by a line from the northeast side of Building 1397.  The flow then continues to the northwest along the north side of the pavement to Manhole 310, at the north end of the access road to Building 1423, where a line from west of Building 1430 connects.  From Manhole 310 the flow runs northeast to Manhole 305, southwest of Building 1427, where it is joined by a line from Manhole 308, located to the east of Building 1393.  The combined flow then runs north to Pump Station 1378.  This pump station discharges through a 4-inch force main that runs west along the south side of the access road and then turn south along the west side of First Street and follows the side of First Street as it curves to the west.  At a point north-northwest of Building 133 the force main turns to the northwest and connects to Manhole 218, southwest of Building 150.  Four other lines also connect to this manhole.  The first of these lines begins at the northwest corner of Building 133 and flows northwest to connect to the manhole.  The second line begins at Manhole 218B and flows west to connect to Manhole 218.  The third line begins on the west side of Building 147 and flows southwest to connect to Manhole 218.  The fourth line connecting to Manhole 218 begins at Manhole 265B, southwest of Building 126, and flows northeast to the north side of that building.  It then flows north to Manhole 265 and is pumped through a 3-inch force main in an irregular path to the west and northwest to discharge at Manhole 262, to the northwest of Building 137 and is joined by a force main from Manhole 264, northwest of Building 122.  Manhole 264 receives the flow from Manhole 264A on the west side of Building 122.  From Manhole 262 the line takes an irregular path to the north-northeast to connect to Manhole 218.  From Manhole 218 the line flows northwest to Manhole 217, located northeast of Building 125, where a force main from the east connects.

The flow in this force main from the east begins at the east side of Building 173 and runs north to a manhole north of Building 164 and then turns northeast to Pump Station 162, to the southwest of Building 160, where a line from the northwest corner of Building 160 also connects.  The pump station discharges to the force main that runs south, along the west sides of Buildings 167 and 168, to a point east of Building 173.  At this point the force main turns to the west-southwest and runs past the southeast corner of the airfield pavement before connecting at Manhole 217.

The combined flow from Manhole 217 runs west to Manhole 215, on the west side of Vandenberg Blvd. north of Building 206, where s line connects from the south.  The line from the south begins at the north side of Building 101 and flows north to the southeast corner of Building 102 and turns west, along the south side of Building 102, to Manhole 258, at the northwest quadrant of the intersection of CMSgt Williams Drive and Vandenberg Blvd.  The flow then turns north, along the west side of Vandenberg Blvd. to a manhole west of the north end of Building 102 where a line form from the northwest corner of Building 116 connects.  The combined flow then continues north along Vandenberg Blvd. and connects at Manhole 215.  The flow continues west along the north end of Building 207 to Manhole 213 where a line connects from the southeast.  This line from the southeast begins at the south side of Building 207 and runs west to a manhole at the southwest corner of that building before turning north and then northwest to connect to Manhole 213.  The combined flow from Manhole 213 runs west to Manhole 212, at the northeast corner of Building 216 where a line from the south connects.  The line from the south begins at static display, northwest of Building 308, and runs west to Manhole 252A where it is joined by a line from the south that begins between Buildings 312 and 315.  The combined flow then continues west to Manhole 252 where a line from Manhole 253, north of Building 320, connects.  From Manhole 252 the line runs north and connects to Manhole 212.  The flow continues west to Manhole 211 and is joined by a line from the south end of Building 222S.  The line continues to the west to Manhole 209, north of Building 230 and is joined by a line from Manhole 209A, near the southwest corner of that building.  From Manhole 209 the flow runs west to Manhole 208 and is joined by the flow from an extensive system of lines from the south.

The system from the south begins at Manhole 248B, near the northwest corner of Building 550, and runs east to Manhole 248 and is joined by a line from the west side of Building 553.  The flow then continues west, across Avenue “B”, to Manhole 241 where a line from the south connects.  This line from the south begins at Manhole 242, at the southwest corner of Building 533, and flows north to Manhole 241A where a line from the west side of Building 528 connects, before continuing north to discharge at Manhole 241.  The combined flow then continues north to Manhole 241, at the west end of Building 542, and crosses to the west side of Avenue “B” before turning back to the north to Manhole 238 at the south side of Fourth Street.  Also connecting to Manhole 238 is a line from Manhole 238A at the southwest corner of the intersection of Fourth Street and Thomas Avenue.  From Manhole 238 the flow continues north along the side of Avenue “B” to Manhole 237, northeast of Building 446, where a line from the east connects.  This line from the east begins at the northwest corner of Building 432 and flows northwest to Manhole 237A and the turns west to connect to the system at Manhole 237.  The Avenue “B” line continues north to the south side of Third Street and is joined by lines from both the east and west.  The line from the east begins at Manhole 236A at the west end of Building 430 and the line from the west begins at Manhole 249 on the north side of Building 450.  The Avenue “B” line continues north to Manhole 234, on the north side of CMSgt Williams Drive, where a line from the east connects.  The line from the east begins at Manhole 247A, northeast of Building 460, and flows north to Manhole 247, northeast of Building 356, where it turns to the east and connects to Manhole 246, at the northwest corner of Building 350.  From Manhole 246 the flow turns north, to the north side of CMSgt Williams Drive.  The line then follows the north side of the road to the east to Manhole 244 where a force main from the pump station at the northwest corner of Building 241 connects.  Discharging into this pump station are lines from the south sides of Buildings 242 and 250.  The combined flow from Manhole 244 runs east and discharges to Manhole 234.  From Manhole 234 the flow continues east to Manhole 233, north of Building 337, and is joined by a line from Manhole 233A, north of Building 325.  The flow from Manhole 233 runs north, along the west side of the road, and connects to the system at Manhole 208.

The flow from Manhole 208 continues to the west to Manhole 207A where it is joined from the south by a line from the southeast corner of Building 245.  The line then continues west to Manhole 207, and is joined from the south by a line from the east side of Building 245.  The line continues to the west to Manhole 203, to the northwest of Building 255, where a line from the south connects.  This line from the south begins at Manhole 203E, on the north side of Building 221, and flows northeast to Manhole 203D, at the northwest corner of Building 222, then turns to the east-northeast to Manhole 203B, at the southwest cornet of Building 253, before turning to the north and running along the west side of Building 255, to connect to the system at Manhole 203.  The flow then runs west to Manhole 202C and is joined from the south by a line from the north end of Building 256.  The line continues west to Manhole 202, northwest of Building 260, where a line from the south connects.  This line from the south begins at Manhole 222, on the west side of Building 261 and flows southwest to Manhole 220, south of Building 257.  The flow then turns to the north-northwest and runs along the west side of Building 260 before joining the system at Manhole 202.  From manhole 202 the flow continues west to Manhole 201, located northwest of Building 264, and is joined by a line from the south.  This line from the south begins at Manhole 228C, on the west side of Cannon Drive to the northeast of Building 480, and follows the west side of the road to the north to the north side of the Third Street intersection.  It then turns to the northeast and crossed to the east side of Cannon Drive at Manhole 228 before continuing north to Manhole 227, south of the CMSgt Williams Drive intersection, where a line from the west connects.  The line from the west begins at Manhole 227D, north of Building 380, and runs west to Manhole 227A, north of Building 370, where a line from the west side of that building connects.  The flow continues west to connect to Manhole 227.  From Manhole 227 the flow continues a short distance north to Manhole 226, at the south side of the CMSgt Williams Drive intersection where lines from both the southeast and east connect.  The line from the southeast begins at the northwest corner of Building 366 and runs west to Manhole 230 and is joined by a line from the northeast corner of Building 368.  The combined flow then runs northwest to connect to the system.  The line from the east begins at the northeast corner of Building 362 and runs west to Manhole 229A where a line from the southwest corner of Building 364 connects.  From Manhole 229A the line continues west, along the south side of CMSgt Williams Drive, to connect at Manhole 226.  From Manhole 226, the line continues west to and joins the system at Manhole 200.

From Manhole 200, the combined flow runs south to the pump station at Manhole 270.  This pump station discharges through a 10-inch force main that runs south-southeast, along the west side of Building 370, to a point between Buildings 480 and 485, where it turns southeast to a point to the southeast of the intersection of Fourth Street and Cannon Drive before taking an irregular path to the east and connecting to Manhole 24, on the east side of Avenue “D” West, between Fourth and Fifth Streets.

From Manhole 24, the line runs south, along the west side of the street, to Manhole 22, at the northeast corner of the intersection with Fifth Street, where a line from the south connects.  The line from the south begins on the north side of Building 670 and runs around the west side to the southwest corner where it turns east and follows the south side of the building to Manhole 48, on the west side of Cannon Drive.  The flow then follows the west side of the street to the south to Manhole 47, at the north side of the intersection of Sixth Street.  It then follows the north side of Sixth Street to the east to Manhole 46 and is joined by a line from the south side of Building 668.  The combined flow continues east to Manhole 45, on the east side of Avenue “D” West, where a line from the south side of Building 656 connects from the east.  From Manhole 45 the flow runs north, along the east side of Avenue “D” West, to connect to the main line at Manhole 22.

From Manhole 22 the flow runs east along the north side of Fifth Street to Manhole 19 where a line from the north side of Building 648 connects from the south.  The combined flow continues east, across Avenue “B”, to Manhole 18, where a line from Manhole 18A, northeast of Building 642, connects from the south.  The Fifth street line continues east to Manhole 17, west of the Thomas Avenue intersection, and turns to the southeast to Manhole 15, on the north side of Sixth Street north of the entrance to the Building 1220 parking lot, and is joined by a line from Manhole 15B that runs west along the north side of Sixth Street to the connection point.  The combined flow continues to the south, along the east side of Building 1230B, to Manhole 12, at the southeast corner of that building, where a line from Manhole 12D, on the west side of the building, connects.  The main line continues to the south-southeast to Manhole 11A, where it is joined by a line from the east side of Building 1240, and continues to Manhole 11, on the west side of the assess road to Building 1252, before turning to the southeast to Manhole 10, south of Building 1252, where a line from the east connects.  The line from the east begins on the north side of Building 1255 and flows west to Manhole 10E, at the northwest corner of the building, and turns south to Manhole 10C, east of the south side of Building 1250 before turning west to join the system at Manhole 10.  

From Manhole 10 the line runs south to Manhole 8, west of Cannon Drive, and is joined by a line from the northwest.  The line from the northwest begins on the north side of Building 830 and runs east to Manhole 43, on the west side of Thomas Avenue, and turning south to Manhole 42, near the northeast corner of Building 860.  It then turns southeast, to Manhole 41 on the southeast side of the parking area, and turns to the south, to Manhole 40, near the northeast corner of Building 880.  From Manhole 40 the line runs to the southeast, north of Building 884 and across Cannon Drive to connect to the main line at Manhole 8.  From Manhole 8 the main line runs southeast to Manhole 7 and is joined by a line from the northeast.

The line from the northeast begins at the Building 1342 lift station and runs southwest along the northwest side of the access road to the north side Lachmund Drive and then turns to the east and follows the road to a point across the roadway from the Pump Station 5030 where it turns south to the pump station.  Also discharging to the pump station is a line that begins at the northeast corner of Building 1575 and flows west to a point north of Building 1572 where it turns north and connects to the pump station.  Pump Station 5030 discharges through a 2-inch force main that follows the south side of Lachmund Drive and then Lachmund Drive South to the north side of the intersection of Vandenberg Blvd. then turns west and crosses both roads before turning southwest to the north side of Thomas Avenue.  It then follows the north side of Thomas Avenue to the west and discharges to Manhole 38, near the southwest corner of Building 1260.  From Manhole 38 the line runs southwest to join the main line at Manhole 7.

From Manhole 7 the main line flows south to Manhole 5, on the north side of Arnold Drive and north of Building 1035, where a line from the west connects.  The line from the west begins at Manhole 33, to the north of Building 754, and runs east to Manhole 31 and is joined from the south by a line from Manhole 32, west of Building 768.  From Manhole 31, the combined flow continues east to Manhole 29, to the south of Building 854, and is joined by joined by lines from both the south and northwest.  The line from the south begins at the southeast corner of Building 868 and flows east to the southeast corner of the building where it turns north to connect to the system.  The line from the northwest begins at Manhole 37, on the south side of Building 840, and flows southeast to Manhole 36, to the southeast of that building, before turning to the southwest and following the west side of the pavement to Manhole 35 where a line from the north side of Building 846 joins the system.  After running south to Manhole 34, the line turns to the southeast and connects to Manhole 29.  The combined flow from Manhole 29 flows to the southeast to Manhole 27 and is joined by a line from Manhole 27A at the southeast corner of Building 874 before continuing to Manhole 26, on the east side of Cannon Drive, where it turns to the east-southeast to connect to the main line at Manhole 5.

From Manhole 5 the line runs south to Manhole 3, located in the south-central portion of Building 1035, and then turns to the east to Manhole 2, near the southeast corner of that building, before continuing to the south to Manhole 0-42 where a major line from the west connects.

This major line from the west begins at the north corner of Building 790 and flows southeast to Manhole 91, at the southeast side of the parking area, then turns south to the northwest side of Sixth Street, west of Building 788.  The line then runs southeast to Manhole 87 and is joined from the north by a line from Manhole 87B, At the southeast corner of Building 789.  The combined flow continues southeast to Manhole 66, at the west edge of Cannon Drive, where lines from both the west and northeast connect.  The line from the west begins at Facility 66C and runs directly to Manhole 66.  The line from the northeast begins on the south side of Building 711 and flows to the southeast and southwest to Manhole 72, at the southeast corner of Building 75710, before continuing to the southwest and connecting to Manhole 71.  From Manhole 71 the line turns to the northwest to the southwest corner of Building 718 and then turns southwest, past the west side of Building 744, and connects to the system at Manhole 66.  From Manhole 66, the combined flow runs along the edge of Cannon Drive to Manhole 65, north of Arnold Drive and is joined from the west by a line that begins at Manhole 65B and runs east along the north side of Arnold Drive to the connection.

From Manhole 65, the line follows the outside of Cannon Drive as it curves to the east and connects to Manhole 61, to the southwest of Building 956 and is joined by a line from the northeast.  This line from the northeast begins at Manhole 86, between Buildings 956 and 959, and flows to the southeast corner of the building, tours west to the southwest corner of the building and then turns southwest to connect to the system at Manhole 61.  The combined flow continues to follow the curve of Cannon Drive to Manhole 59 where a line from between Buildings 966 and 976 connects from the north.  The Cannon Drive line continues along the curve to Manhole 58 where a line from the north connects.  The line from the north begins at the southwest corner of Building 950 and flows east to Manhole 80, at the southeast corner of the building, where it turns south to Manhole 79, where a line from Manhole 81 connects from the west.  The combined flow continues south to connect to the system at Manhole 58.  The Cannon Drive line continues to follow the curve to Manhole 54, across Cannon Drive to the east of Building 988, where a line from the northwest connects.  This line from the northwest begins at the northeast corner of Building 940 and flows to the southeast corner where it turns to the west and connects to Manhole 76A, north of Building 986.  It then flows southeast to Manhole 76 and is joined by a line from Manhole 77, on the east side of Building 988, before continuing southeast to connect to the system at Manhole 54.  From Manhole 54 the flow runs west to Manhole 53 and turns south to Manhole 52, located at the edge of the road between Buildings 1030 and 1036, and then follows the road to the southeast to Manhole 51 where a line from the north connects.  The line from the north begins at Manhole 75, at the southwest corner of Building 1020, and flows south, past the west side of Building 1024, to Manhole 73B, at the north end of Building 1030, where it turns to the southeast and runs a short distance to Manhole 73A.  It then runs southwest, along the east side of Building 1032, and connects to the system at Manhole 51.  From Manhole 51 the flow continues to the east-southeast to Manhole 49 where a line from Manhole 82 connects from the northwest.  The combined flow from Manhole 49 runs east and connects to the main line at Manhole 0-42.  From Manhole 0-42 the flow runs south to and connects to the housing area system at Manhole 0-39A.

From Manhole 0-39A the Air Force owned, 15-inch gravity line runs south along the base boundary line to Manhole 0-36, at the south boundary corner, and then follows an irregular path to the south, across non-Air Force owned property, to Manhole 0-12, where it transitions to a 24-inch pipe, and continues following an irregular path to the south to discharge to the City of Jacksonville Sewage Treatment Plant.
