Changes in Section C:  Description/Specifications/Work Statement: 
 
2.  In paragraph C.2.3 – Program Goal, substitute the word “Bill-of-Sale” for “Easement”; substitute “J42” for “J41”; 
change one sentence and delete one sentence as follows: 
 

“The desired goal of this conveyance is to transfer all right, title, and interest of the United States in and to the 
electric, natural gas, water and wastewater utility systems on Fort Hood, TX.  The utility system being sold includes 
equipment, fixtures, structures, and other improvements utilized in connection with the utility system.  The 
conveyance will be documented by the Bill-of-Sale, see example Attachment J42 to this RFP.  The divestiture will 
not include the real property upon, under, or around the utility system.  The Utility Privatization Model Easement, 
attachment J41, will be completed specific to the utility system being privatized concurrently with the execution of 
this contract.  The utility system being sold is as identified in the Easement and does not include any other 
property.”    

 
 
3.  In paragraph C.3.5 – Energy/Water Commodity Supply, a sentence is added to the end of the paragraph as follows: 

“Electric, natural gas, and water commodity supply is not included in this contract.  The Government retains the 
right to procure or supply electricity, and/or natural gas, and/or water that will be transported on the system(s) 
covered by this contract from any lawful source.  The successful Contractor(s) may or may not be the supplier(s) 
of the commodity procured by the Government.  The Government or Government Commodity Contractor will 
retain ownership of all commodities transported and distributed through the Contractor-owned systems.  The 
Contractor shall, however, own wastewater from the point of demarcation, defined in the Easement, until final 
discharge.  The points of demarcation will be identified in the Easement.” 
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4.  In paragraph C.5.1.1 – Transfer of Title, substitute the word “Bill-of-Sale” for “Easement” and delete the last two 
sentences of this section as follows: 
 

“A general description of the utility system(s) assets to be transferred is included in the utility-specific attachments 
(Section J).  Prior to the transfer of title, such facilities shall continue to be owned by the Government. Transfer of 
title shall be accomplished by Bill-of-Sale.  The Bill-of-Sale shall provide the complete list of all assets to be sold.

“An example of the Easement is provided in Section J (Attachment J41).  The parties shall prepare and execute 
such additional documents as may be necessary to implement the ownership transfer.” 

 
 
5.  In paragraph C.5.1.2 – Tools, Vehicles, and Equipment, substitute the word “Bill-of-Sale” for “Easement” as 
follows: 

“Unless listed in the final Bill-of-Sale, government-owned tools, vehicles, and equipment used for system 
operations and maintenance that are not a physical part of the utility system will remain the property of the 
Government.”

right-of-way Easement of even date with this bill of sale, wholly excluding, however, any real property underlying, 
overlying, or surrounding such equipment, fixtures, structures, and other improvements. Such System is more 
specifically described on EXHIBIT A, INVENTORY, attached hereto and made a part hereof.”
