If enpl oyees are required to wear uniforms in the performance of this contract (eithe
the terns of the Government contract, by the enployer, by the state or local law, etc
the cost of furnishing such unifornms and maintaining (by |aundering or dry cl eaning)
uniforns is an expense that nay not be borne by an enpl oyee where such cost reduces t
hourly rate bel ow that required by the wage determinati on. The Departnment of Labor wi
accept paynent in accordance with the foll owi ng standards as conpliance:

The contractor or subcontractor is required to furnish all enployees with an adequate
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nunmber of uniforns wi thout cost or to reinburse enpl oyees for the actual cost of the
uniforns. | n addition, where uniformcleaning and nmai ntenance is nmade the responsib
of the enployee, all contractors and subcontractors subject to this wage determ natio
shall (in the absence of a bona fide collective bargaining agreenment providing for a
di fferent ampbunt, or the furnishing of contrary affirmative proof as to the actual co
rei mburse all enployees for such cleaning and mai ntenance at a rate of $3.35 per week

Conf or mance Process:
The contracting officer shall require that any class of service enployee which is not
listed herein and which is to be enployed under the contract (i.e., the work to be
perforned is not performed by any classification listed in the wage deternmination), b
classified by the contractor so as to provide a reasonable relationship (i.e., approp
| evel of skill conparison) between such unlisted classifications and the cl assificat
listed in the wage determ nation. Such conforned cl asses of enployees shall be paid
monet ary wages and furni shed the fringe benefits as are deternined. Such conformng
process shall be initiated by the contractor prior to the performnce of contract wor
such unlisted class(es) of enployees. The conforned classification, wage rate, and/o
fringe benefits shall be retroactive to the commencenent date of the contract. {See S
4.6 (C(vi)} Wen nultiple wage determ nations are included in a contract, a separat
1444 shoul d be prepared for each wage determ nation to which a class(es) is to be
conf or med.
The process for preparing a confornmance request is as follows:
1) Wen preparing the bid, the contractor identifies the need for a conformed occupat
and conmputes a proposed rate(s).
2) After contract award, the contractor prepares a witten report listing in order pr
classification title(s), a Federal grade equivalency (FGE) for each proposed
classification(s), job description(s), and rationale for proposed wage rate(s), inclu
information regardi ng the agreenent or disagreenent of the authorized representative
enpl oyees involved, or where there is no authorized representative, the enployees
thenmsel ves. This report should be submitted to the contracting officer no |ater than
days after such unlisted class(es) of enployees perforns any contract work.
3) The contracting officer reviews the proposed action and pronptly subnits a report
action, together with the agency's reconmmendati ons and pertinent information includin
position of the contractor and the enpl oyees, to the Wage and Hour Division, Enployne
St andards Adm nistration, U S. Departnent of Labor, for review (See section 4.6(b)(
Regul ati ons 29 CFR Part 4).
4) Wthin 30 days of receipt, the Wage and Hour Division approves, nodifies, or disap
the action via transmttal to the agency contracting officer, or notifies the contrac
officer that additional time will be required to process the request.
5) The contracting officer transmts the Wage and Hour decision to the contractor
6) The contractor informs the affected enpl oyees.
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I nformation required by the Regul ati ons nust be submitted on SF 1444 or bond paper.
When preparing a conformance request, the "Service Contract Act Directory of Occupati
(the Directory) should be used to conpare job definitions to insure that duties reque
are not perforned by a classification already listed in the wage determ nati on. Rene
it is not the job title, but the required tasks that deternine whether a class is inc
in an established wage deternmination. Conformances may not be used to artificially s
conbi ne, or subdivide classifications listed in the wage determ nati on.
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
