KEROSENE COLOR





SPO600-96-D-4144 Contract Clause C16.69 states that as oil! July 1, 1998, Kerosene 1-K and 2-K are taxable upon removal from the terminal unless the kerosene is indelibly dyed or used for military jet fuel.





- APC was not informed of the requirement to put color in kerosene


               prior to implementing clause





    - Ft. Drum reported concerns with the use of red kerosene in space 


               heaters





     - Suspected the fuel to be high sulfur diesel or burner oil





      -	Sample submitted to APC laboratory failed the color but passed


                the other tests in ASTM D3699








ASTM-D3699 specifies a minimum Saybolt color limit of + 16 for Kerosene





       - Test requirement in conflict with the new color ID practice
