GASOLINE, AUTOMOTIVE, LEADED (REGULAR) (PC&S) (HONDURAS) (DESC JUL 1998)


Regular leaded automotive gasoline shall be in accordance with ASTM D 4814, Class B, modified as follows:


(a)  API gravity (ASTM D 287) shall be reported at 60 degrees F.


(b)  Color (visual) shall be reported.


(c)  Mercaptan sulfur (ASTM D 3227) shall be 0.003 weight percent maximum or the doctor test (ASTM D 235) shall be negative.


(d)  Existent gum (ASTM D 381) shall be 4.0 mg/100 ml maximum.


(e)  Research octane number (ASTM D 2699) shall be 87.0 minimum.


(f)  Lead content (ASTM D 3341) shall be 3.17 g/gallon maximum.


(g)  Distillation (ASTM D 86) end point shall be 430 degrees F maximum and the residue shall be reported.  All other requirements for distillation remain unchanged.
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
