FUEL, NAVAL DISTILLATE (B76), (SHIPS' BUNKERS/DEEP FREEZE) (DESC APR 1998)


Military Specification MIL-F-16884J dated May 31, 1995, applies with the following modifications:


(a)  APPEARANCE REQUIREMENT.  The fuel shall be visually clear and bright when tested using ASTM D 4176, procedure 1.  If the sample fails ASTM D 4176 (procedure 1), then requirements (procedure 2) may be performed.  The product is acceptable if the haze rating is a number 2 maximum.


(b)  COLOR DETERMINATION.  ASTM D 6045-96 may be used as a substitute test method for ASTM D 1500.


(c)  ADDITIVES (Does not apply to the Deep Freeze Program).  The red dye required in off-highway diesel fuel in accordance with the Environmental Protection Agency's (EPA) interim final rule published in the Federal Register dated July 14, 1994, shall be added to B76 containing more than 0.05 percent sulfur.  The ASTM D 1500 color test requirement is deleted if red dye has been added in compliance with U.S. EPA requirements; however, the resulting fuel dye blend must have a red tint.  It shall not be visually brown or darker in appearance.


(d)  TESTING.  The requirements in TABLE I for accelerated storage stability testing and hydrogen content testing are deleted.

(e)  REPORTS.  A copy of the latest full specification analysis shall be submitted for each tank or product lifted.  This documentation shall be submitted to the following address:
