	Paragraphs (a) and (b) of the DESTINATION INSPECTION AND ACCEPTANCE clause are deleted and the following substituted therefor:


	(a)  All coal delivered hereunder shall be inspected visually at destination to determine (1) that it is reasonably free from slate, bone, sulfur balls, dirt, and other characteristic impurities, from extraneous foreign matter, including excessive water or moisture in truck delivering coal, (2) that it is not oxidized or weathered, and (3) that it is properly prepared and reasonably free from fines, undersize and oversize coal. 


	(b)  If, upon visual inspection, the Government determines (1) that any coal delivered hereunder is not reasonably free from slate, bone, sulfur balls, dirt, and other characteristic impurities, or extraneous foreign matter, or in the case of truck delivered coal, from excessive moisture or water, or (2) that it is oxidized and/or weathered, the Contracting Officer may reject the coal by prompt telephonic or telegraphic notice, confirmed in writing, to the Contractor.  All notices of rejection shall state the car number, or in the case of truck or barge delivery, the proper identifying data, containing the rejected coal and the specific reason or reasons for the rejection.  Rejections made by other than the Contracting Officer, or those specifically designated in the contract to make rejections, shall be null and void.
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
