E7	CONTRACTOR INSPECTION RESPONSIBILITIES (DOMESTIC PC&S) (MM SITES) (DESC MAR 1987)


	(DIESEL FUEL FOR MM SITES AND MARINE SHIPMENTS ONLY.)


	(a)  The Contractor shall provide and maintain, and be responsible that subcontractors provide and maintain, an inspection system acceptable to the Government.  Such system shall cover, as applicable, (1) receiving, (2) blending, (3) sampling, (4) testing, (5) storage and handling, (6) loading and shipping, and (7) records and reports.


	(b)  The Contractor shall perform, or cause to be performed, in a laboratory acceptable to the Government all inspection and acceptance tests set forth in the specifications of the supplies to be furnished under this contract to substantiate conformance of such supplies to the requirements of the specifications and of this contract.


	(c)  The Contractor shall inspect, prior to loading, all shipping conveyances and containers to determine that such conveyances and containers are suitable for loading.


	(d)  The Contractor shall take a representative sample, after loading or filling, from each shipment made under this contract and verify quality requirements.  Samples taken from each shipment shall be retained for a period of 6 months or such less period as may be authorized by the Quality Representative (QR).


	(e)  The Contractor shall also furnish hereunder, from time to time, at the request of and in the manner and to the place designated by the QR, no more than five 1-gallon samples from any individual batch or lot of the supplies to be furnished under this contract.  Such samples shall be furnished without charge to the Government and shall be packed, marked, and shipped by the Contractor, shipping expense prepaid, in containers and shipping boxes furnished by the Contractor.


	(f)  The inspection system, including operations directly related thereto, that must be provided or performed pursuant to this clause shall be subject to surveillance of the QR.
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
