Press Release

The Office of the Inspector General (OIG), Department of Defense (DoD), announced today that on January 8, 2002, the Honorable David A. Lowe, United States Federal District Court, Eastern District of Virginia, sentenced Jeffrey Jagger, a contract management specialist with the Defense Commissary Agency,(DeCA), Ft. Lee, VA, to four months electronic monitored home confinement, pay restitution in the amount of $11,375, three years probation, and a special assessment of $50.
Jagger was indicted on August 7, 2001 by a Federal grand jury in Richmond, VA.  An investigation disclosed Jagger allegedly submitted false claims in connection with the receipt of over $12,500 in travel advances as a result of transferring in 1999 from the DeCA Western Pacific Region, Hickam AFB, HI, to DeCA Headquarters at Ft. Lee, VA.  The indictment alleges that Jagger falsified initial paperwork submitted to the Government in order to obtain advance travel funds.  The indictment further alleges that Jagger inflated the costs of meals by indicating that all of his family members were consuming meals together, when, in fact, his wife was residing in Pennsylvania and his son was in Georgia.  On October 25, 2001, Jagger pled guilty to two counts of false statements relating to fraudulent travel claims he filed with the Defense Finance and Accounting Service, Columbus, OH.  While awaiting sentencing, additional information disclosed that Jagger had been issued a Government travel credit card prior to his transfer to Virginia.  A review of the purchase history of the card revealed that he had routinely utilized the card for personal expenses.  The card has since been canceled and DeCA verified the account maintained a zero balance.

The investigation was conducted by the Defense Criminal Investigative Service (the criminal investigative arm of the OIG, DoD) and the Defense Commissary Agency, Inspector General's Office.  The prosecution is being handled by Assistant U.S. Attorney, Sara E. Flannery, Eastern District of Virginia, Richmond, VA.
