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Processing Fuel Receipt Transactions

(When the delivery period extends over period of more than one day)
General Guidelines:  Provide interim guidance for processing receipt transactions to the FAS Enterpriser Server (FES) where individual tank truck or pipeline deliveries for a specific shipment number arrive at the delivery destination over multiple days.  General procedures for acceptance of fuel deliveries and processing of fuel receipt transactions are contained in DoD 4140.25M, Chapter 5.  Consult the “PC&S Determination of Quantity Clause” interim policy document (DESC-DC-P-2) for determination of quantity requirements for PC&S direct delivery contract deliveries.

1. If applicable, obtain a physical inventory gauge reading for the receipt tank(s) prior to off-loading the first tank truck of the shipment, and prior to commencing a pipeline receipt.  Note:  Before and after physical inventory gauge readings are the preferred method of quantity determination; however, other approved quantity determinations are discussed in DoD 4140.25M Chapter 5.

2. Shipping activities should schedule tank trucks for a specific shipment to arrive at the delivery destination the same day.  However, unforeseen circumstances may dictate some individual tank trucks for a specific shipment arrive at the delivery location over multiple days. 

3. When a shipment is not completed in one day, the receiving activity must not process the receipt transaction to the FES until all individual loads for that shipment are received, or the pipeline shipment is completed.  Coordination between the shipping activity and receiving activity is crucial to ensuring entire shipments are credited against the applicable shipment number in the receipt transaction.   

4. Activities posting physical inventory transactions to the FES on a daily basis will reflect an abnormal daily operating gain in those cases where a receipt transaction is held pending completion of the shipment.  This is normal and appropriate.  The daily operating gain/loss should balance out once the shipment is completed and the receipt transaction processed.  If the operating gain/loss does not balance out, an investigation will be conducted according to procedures in DOD 4140.25M Chapter 5 to determine and document the reason for the excessive gain/loss. 
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
