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IN-FLIGHT TRANSACTION PROCESS FOR NON-STOCKED PRODUCTS

1.0.  General  The following interim procedure was coordinated with and approved by the Military Service Control Points (SCP) and is issued pending inclusion to DoD 4140.25M.  This interim procedure is applicable to all DESC capitalized Stock Points and Defense Fuel Supply Points (DFSPs) that process fuel transaction with the Fuels Automated System (FAS). 

1.1. Purpose: To provide interim procedural guidance for Department of Defense (DoD), military installations/bases, and other authorized agencies processing fuels in-flight tanker transactions for products that are not stocked at their processing location.
1.2.   Discussion

1.2.1.  All transactions sent to the FES are validated against product tables loaded in FES.   Transactions will reject for any product not loaded in these tables for the processing DoDAAC.  If you are processing sales for tanker operations for a product(s) you do not normally manage in your inventory (example:  IA1, JA1, etc), or have rejected transactions of this type, please contact the FAS Help Desk at 1-800-446-4950.
1.2.1.1.   Advise the customer service representative that you need to process “In-Flight” transactions against a product(s) not in your inventory, and specify the grade of product(s) your tanker(s) issued as sales.  The Help Desk will then advise you of when your transactions may be processed without rejecting.

1.2.1.2.  The Help Desk will also submit your request to the FES Developer who will load the product(s) to your FES account. 

1.2.2.  Upon notification that the product(s) are loaded into the FES: 

1.2.2.1.  Add that Grade(s) to the NSN Table of the FCC Software

1.2.2.2.  Create a ledger for that product for the month the transaction occurred

1.2.2.3.  Create a ledger with a ZERO Physical Inventory

1.2.3.  Once the ZERO Physical Inventory ledger(s) is created, you will be able to process the “In-Flight” transactions for that grade.  Refer to the FAS users guide for assistance in processing the transaction.  End of Month (EOM) reconciliation is not required for products not stored at the processing location.
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
