How do you enter manual transactions in order to identify the issue point, issue point number, and MDS (Mission Design Series) in the FCC?

Background:  During the Joint Interoperability and Testing Command review, the users stated there were no fields in the Aviation Fuel Sale Dialog to accommodate the issue point, issue point number, or MDS in order to enter a transaction.

ANSWER:  The FCC Accounting screens developed for version 1026 were designed to accommodate information DESC needed to create billable transactions.  The minimum data elements needed to create those transactions are DoDAAC; Signal Code; Fund Code; and either TEC (Navy), APC (Army), or ORG (Air Force).  All aircraft transactions should be entered using the FCC Logsheet Module. In the Logsheet Module the issue point, issue point number (assigned to a fuel truck in the FCC Logsheet Truck and Hydrant database), and MDS can be entered and when the Logsheet is closed out, the transaction(s) are sent over to the Accounting Module for transmission to the FES.  Even though the Aviation Fuel Sale dialog does not have fields to accommodate the issue point, issue point number, and MDS it is nonetheless available for viewing using the “Arrange the Columns” button located in the Issue/Defuel Aviation Browse.  If a transaction was missed by the Fuels Controller in the FCC Logsheet, the only way to enter that transaction in order to view the issue point, issue point number, and MDS is to enter it though the FCC Logsheet.  Therefore, if there is a request for information on a particular fuel truck’s consumption for a specified period, the user can query the FCC Logsheet to view all the pertinent information including the issue point, issue point number, and MDS.
